Dastoor was accorded respectfully to him posthumously
when, at his Uthamna, Dastoorji JamaspAsa declared
that his name would henceforth be recited as Dastoor
Jamshed Ervad Sohrab Kukadaru. The power of the
Manthravanis that he left for the benefit of eternal
generations of Zoroastrians is well known.

The worst thrust of the civil unrest in Mumbai in
the 19th century affected the areas of Pydhonie,
Null Bazaar, Bhendi Bazaar and Mazagaon, all in close
proximity. Subsequently, the Zoroastrian community
began residing in comparatively safer areas. The Pak
Aatash Padshah Saheb and the priests in the Kappawalla
Agiary were protected thanks to the Divine power of
the prayers intoned by Dastoorji Kukadaru Saheb and
the other priests in the Agiary.

Since the Zoroastrians had begun residing
elsewhere, it was deemed necessary, in the interests
of the community, to shift all the Agiaries accordingly.
This is how that fell out:

Kappawalla Agiary

A large plot of land was donated to build a new
structure at Tardeo outside the Tata Colony by the
magnanimous Readymoney family and the foundation
stone was laid by Seth Kaikhushru Jamshedji Kappawalla
in November 1940.

Arish: My style revolves around simplicity
(when needed) and creativity in capturing
every emotion that flows on that day. | always
endeavour to do something different and that
which comes straight from the heart and touches
the soul.

PT.: How would you describe the transition from
film to digital, over the years?

There is a wide
range of services that the customer can choose
from to enhance the function - including pre-
wedding shoots, candid photography, highlight
videos, designer coffee table books and much
more.

PT.: What advice would you give those who
are planning to enter this field?

Arish: There are various sub categories in the
field of photography, such
as portfolios, industrial
architecture, food,
products and editorials.
After taking up a basic
course in photography,
one can choose the field
to specialise in. If you
choose to be a wedding
photographer, you need
to have a combination
of a number of things!
This includes having an
understanding of fashion
photography to make

people look great,
coupled with the skills
of a photojournalist to
enable  documenting
the entire event. You
also need to have the
alertness of a sports
photographer as u can’t
afford to miss a single
moment, and lastly,
the eye of an interior
photographer to make
the venue look great!
Good PR skills also
come handy as you deal
with lots of people.
PT.: What is the secret
of your success?
Arish: It’s hard work
and dedication. We
have had our share of
troubles and as they
say, nothing comes
easyl You have to
just be honest and
transparent with your
clients. Even if you
have goofed up, it’s
safer to come clean.
And that has always
worked out for me.

THE KALAGHODA ART FESTIVAL - VISUAL ARTS

The annual Kalaghoda Art Festival 2016, starts today on the 6™ of February and will continue till the 14th of this month. Over the
years the festival has grown not just literally in terms of the area it covers and the variety of art forms that it presents but also the
kind of talent is attracts. The KGAF has now become a part of the cultural fabric of Mumbai and is a must visit for every Mumbaikar.
In this column, we will focus on the Visual Arts segment of the festival which itself covers a whole gamut of art genres, ranging from art installations to photography.
The theme for this year is ‘without borders’. According to one of the curators, Tarana Khubchandani, “We have had an overwhelming response this year and the

works at Rampart Row and the Kalaghoda Parking Lot are undoubtedly more spectacular than ever before.”

big addition to the
Visual Arts is the
inclusion of a new

venue - Cross Maidan.
Having collaborated with
the Make in India Festival

this year, a large number of

installations that celebrate this
spirit will be placed at the
Cross Maidan.

The gamut of
participating artists spans
from very well-known and
established artists like
Seema Kohli, Ami Patel,
Lekha Washington, ace
designer Krsna Mehta to
Kalaghoda veterans like
Sumeet Patil, Hetal Shukla
and Vikram Arora, to .
students of Rachna Sansad
and Architecture schools.

While the thematic concept
of ‘without borders’ gives
the artists a framework to
operate within, it still permits

them to enough
flexibility for creative
expression in multiple
directions. Several of
the installations are
interactive, giving
the viewers a huge
sense of inclusion with
the works. As Tarana
explains, “the work on
the visual arts section
starts as early as June
the previous year.
It looks so seamless
when the works are
put up but it is a lot
of guidance and a hand holding
on our part to get them to the
bar that we have maintained.
That’s what makes us feel
great in the end because most
of these are young artists who
are not showing regularly at a
gallery, this is their gallery and
their works should be shown to
an advantage!”

Street Décor has been

carefully planned by the VA
Team within the parking lot

for high visual impact coupled
with the need to provide some
shade in the area. “This is a
festival for the people, by the
people; so we want to break

the myth that art is elitist and
the very simplicity and the
interactive nature of some of
the installations brings about a
connect with the viewer. In fact

this is also why we encourage
write-ups in Hindi and Marathi
and not just English. We want
to make this accessible, under-
standable and identifiable for
everyone who walks there,”
avers Tarana. An interesting
example of what she is talking
about is the Chhotti Rickshaw
Baddi Sawari project which

brings together 90 artists,
each of whom have worked
on a miniature version of
the ubiquitous rickshaw, and
transformed these in their
individualistic style.

Some other synergies which
the KGAF is accomplishing
this year includes installations
from the Naval Dockyard
competition of 2015, which
were created out of waste
materials. In addition, the US
consulate will bring Brooklyn-
based artist Joel Bergner to
create a mural in collaboration
with students from Mumbai.

Highlighting social issues is

subjects as love
and humanity,
limitless human
potential, humans
challenging
borders of caste,
creed, religion,
celebration of
Indian roots, spirit
of Mumbai ... which
form the plethora
of installations
that will dot the
Rampart Row and
Parking lot at
Kalaghoda, as well as the Cross
Maidan venues this year!

Photography continues to
be an integral part of Visual
Arts, “we have Artist Centre
which is a gallery space and all
along the Rampart Gallery to
showcase photography. There
is an interactive exhibit by Kay
Chernush, to raise awareness

on human trafficking, candid
visuals of ‘deglamourised’
Bollywood  personalities by
Fawzan Hussein amongst others.
This year our photography
section is bigger and better and
there are at least four exhibits
highlighting social causes,” says
Tarana.

“I'm particularly happy that
in the last two years we have
made a lot of changes, we
have changed location focused
on quality and I’m particularly
happy to see more schools and
younger artists taking part, the
kind of confidence that they
get; then as a curator we feel
that we have really touched
