How Gan We Help?

Dear Readers,

It’s been a muddy couple of weeks for our Community - even at the expense

Let our first reaction be to check for the validity and
authentication of a forwarded message, as opposed to unwittingly becoming its mule. Gossip/
information that is forwarded without the name of the writer or its origin should be deleted - from
your phone and your mind. As a Community we need to build a sense of checks and balances, and
we need to build it NOW.

Another way we can help is to be patient and play it fair. The current BPP Board has proven its
dynamism and has been actively working toward the welfare of our Community. It has encountered
hiccups in the past, as it will in the future - let the current hiccup not misrepresent it as an
asphyxiated Board. This Board comprises committed and respected personalities, who we chose
as our Trustees.

At first we used to read on
whatsapp and community social
media platforms, but now it has
become a fashion to showcase
fellow Trustees’ faults in the
national media! Have our
Trustees forgotten that when
we point one finger at someone,
three fingers point back at us!

As a  Corporate HR
professional, | wonder if things
would work better if the
responsibilities of managing the
Trust functions were divided
amongst specific Trustees right
at the beginning of the term

of the Trustees, with each
department allocated to two
Trustees and then vetted by
an external or/and internal
agency. Also, by giving out
charities every month, at
times, people become lazy
and entitled, knowing they
will receive funds monthly
and get used to things free of
cost.

A
trustee ethic begins with trust
being extended and with the
acceptance of that trust.

Remembering Winston And His Wit!

Dubbed as one of the most famous personalities of the 20th century alongside Gandhi, Kennedy and Einstein, 24th January, 2019 marks
the death anniversary of Sir Winston Churchill who passed away in 1965, at the ripe, old age of ninety-one. An aristocrat and a royalist, an
economic liberal and an imperialist, his wit set him apart - he could be rude, arrogant, humble and courteous simultaneously! A prolific writer
and an oratory master, Churchill is one of the world’s most remembered personalities, and a favourite amongst many Bawajis. Ardent admirer
and fan, PT Writer, Dara Khodaiji shares interesting excerpts of Churchill’s wit...

DARA M. KHODALI

lected twice as the
Conservative Party’s
Prime Minister (UK)

(1940 to 1945; and 1951 to
1955), Sir Winston Churchill
was a statesman, an orator, a
master of quick Birbalic wit (if
| may so coin the phrase), and
the recipient of the Nobel Prize
for Literature. His mastery
in English is explained in his
own words, “being so long in
the lowest form | gained an
immense advantage over the
cleverer boys. They all went on
to learn Latin and Greek and
splendid things like that. But
| was taught English. We were
considered such dunces that
we could learn only English.
Mr. Somervell - a delightful
man, to whom my debt is
great - was charged with the
duty of teaching the stupidest
boys the most disregarded
thing - namely, to write mere
English. Thus, | got into my
bones the essential structure
of the ordinary British sentence
- which is a noble thing. And
when in years my schoolfellows
who had won prizes and
distinction for writing such
beautiful Latin poetry and pithy
Greek epigrams had to come
down again to common English,
to earn their living or earn their
way, | did not feel myself at any
disadvantage.”

Winston became the British
symbol of resistance to tyranny
and the free world’s opposition
to Nazi Germany’s brutality.
As a young subaltern in the
Army, Churchill was posted
in India in 1896. He explains
the experience of landing in
India as, “we pulled up the
curtain on what might well
have been a different planet.”
[Ref: ‘My Early Life’]. Posted in
Bangalore, with his mother’s
(Lady Randolph  Churchill)
influence, he arranged to
work with the Pioneer and
the Daily Telegraph as the war
Correspondent at the frontier
region of Nowshera. He is still
better known, infamously
so, for the most unforgiving
misdemeanor a Brit can be

guilty of during the days of the
Raj. Winston Churchill owed
Rs. 13/- to the Bangalore Club
which was later written off as
‘irrecoverable debt’!

Winston Churchill lead a
very colorful life, with several
ups and downs. Always at the
forefront of affairs, he had his
finest hour during World War Il
as the Prime Minister leading
Great Britain to victory, to
free the world of a scourge of
a megalomaniac dictator. In
his speeches, he set the tone
for a plethora of witty and
ingeniously engineered phrases
which came to known as his
very own ‘Churchillian flavour’.
One such that foxed me, is, “I
like pigs. Dogs look up to us.
Cats look down on us. Pigs
treat us as equals.” | really
mistook the line to be written
by Gerald Durrell in his novel,
‘My Family and Other Animals’

Churchill’s defiant nature
was epic even at the tender
age of thirteen, when he was
summoned by Headmaster
Weldone over some infraction.
When Weldone said, “I
have very grave reason to
be displeased with you,”
Churchill responded politely,
“And | sir, have very grave
reason to be displeased with
you!”

This masterpiece exhibits
Churchill amazing psychological
warfare expertise - it was
proposed that all Royal Marines

rifle muzzles should have a
sheath to protect them from low
temperature, when in Norway.
A pharmaceutical company,
specializing in manufacturing
condoms, was appointed to
manufacture the sheaths. When
the first consignment came for
the PM’s inspection, he looked
at the box and muttered “Won’t
do.” A second box was opened
and again the PM repeated,
“Won’t do,” and same for the
third! Exasperated, the aide
said, “What do you mean they
won’t do? They are long enough
for the rifle muzzles - ten and
a half inches!” Pat came the
cryptic answer, “Labels! | want
a label for every box, every
carton, every packet, saying
‘British Size: Medium’. That
will show the Nazis, if they
ever recover one of them,
who's the Master race!”

And
when in years my schoolfellows
who had won prizes and
distinction for writing such
beautiful Latin poetry and pithy
Greek epigrams had to come
down again to common English,
to earn their living or earn their
way, | did not feel myself at any
disadvantage.”

Winston became the British
symbol of resistance to tyranny
and the free world’s opposition
to Nazi Germany’s brutality.
As a young subaltern in the
Army, Churchill was posted
in India in 1896. He explains
the experience of landing in
India as, “we pulled up the
curtain on what might well
have been a different planet.”
[Ref: ‘My Early Life’]. Posted in
Bangalore, with his mother’s
(Lady Randolph  Churchill)
influence, he arranged to
work with the Pioneer and
the Daily Telegraph as the war
Correspondent at the frontier
region of Nowshera. He is still
better known, infamously
so, for the most unforgiving
misdemeanor a Brit can be

guilty of during the days of the
Raj. Winston Churchill owed
Rs. 13/- to the Bangalore Club
which was later written off as
‘irrecoverable debt’!

Winston Churchill lead a
very colorful life, with several
ups and downs. Always at the
forefront of affairs, he had his
finest hour during World War Il
as the Prime Minister leading
Great Britain to victory, to
free the world of a scourge of
a megalomaniac dictator.

Kerala Floods Relief &
Rehabilitation by WZOTF And
Kinder Trust

WZO Trust is pleased to inform donors, well wishers and community members, an
update of the various relief and rehabilitation measures undertaken by the World
Zoroastrian Organisation Trust Funds, in joint
initiative with the Kinder Trust, towards the
devastating Kerala Floods which caused massive
destruction to life and land. The first public
appeal for funds to contribute towards the
relief and rehabilitation of those affected by the
devastating floods was launched by WZO Trust on
August 19, 2018, and our generous community
had contributed a total of Rs.36,39,594/-.

to ascertain the damage, check out the ground

realties, study the requirements and to distribute aid directly to the beneficiaries.

With the generous donations, we successfully undertook the following Relief and
Rehabilitation measures:

Relief Measures Provided:

A total of 1800 families were given aid in form of provisions and necessities
for a month. More than 600 people were given free medical consultations and
medication. Thousands were assisted when 70,000 Doxycycline tablets donated
as a prophylaxis to Leptospirosis, thus averting a major outbreak. In addition to
distributing aid consisting of daily necessities, medical camps were conducted at
six severely affected centres of Kerala with the help of volunteer Doctors and
villagers.

Provisions distributed included 10 tons of Rice, 3.5 tons of lentils, 2.5 tons of Sugar,
1,800 litres of cooking oil, 1.5 tons bleaching powder, tea, salt, spices, sambar
powder, tooth brushes / tooth paste, mosquito coils, phenyl bottles, disinfectants,
hand soaps, detergent soap that were made into bundles and given to each family
for a month’s sustenance. Cleaning brushes, swivel mops with buckets, were given
to people in Kutinad to clean over a foot of silt in their homes. Solar lamps with
cell phone charging facility were distributed to those where electricity supply was
disrupted; 4 Gas geysers donated to a shelter for children; an industrial water unit
installed at an Orphanage in Kerala; Batteries, buckets, nightdresses, Jackets,
children’s clothing, lungis and various other items of need.

WZO Trust/Kinder Trust sponsored the B. Com fees of a bright student who wished
to pursue CA, as her family had lost their belongings in their modest home. Two
Parsee octogenarian ladies who lived alone in Trichur were also financially assisted
in shifting temporarily to a safer area.

Rehabilitation Measures Provided:

Kinder Trust and WZO Trust, have started a Bee Keeping project called ‘Nectar
Flow’ with assistance from Brigadier Mac Devaiah, who interacts with the farmers.
With support and subsidy from the Government and technical assistance from an
expert Bee Keeper, apart from promoting sustainable self employment, the local
plantations will also benefit with pollination and higher yield, and importantly the
environment would also benefit as bees play a vital role in the eco system.

A tailoring unit in Mancombu which was destroyed has been restarted with the
necessary equipment and space provided where ladies make cotton carry bag that
will replace plastic bags. A project to start a coconut oil extraction cooperative is
also under discussion.

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Four BPP Trustees
Challenge Chairman With
‘No Confidence Motion’

n 15th January, 2019,
during the weekly
meeting held by the

BPP (Bombay Parsi Punchayet)
Trustees, four of the Trustees
voted to file a ‘No Confidence
Motion’ challenging the
leadership of BPP Chairman
Yazdi Desai. Trustee Noshir
Dadrawala moved the vote,
which was seconded by Trustee
Viraf Mehta and supported by
Trustees Armaity Tirandaz and
Xerxes Dastur. While Trustee
Kersi Randeria abstained from
voting, Trustee Zarir Bhathena
was not present when the vote
was being conducted.

As there is no provision for
a ‘No Confidence Motion’ in
Trust Law or in the Trust Deed,
the four Trustees have voted
to file an application against
Chairman Desai under Section
41(D) of the Maharashtra Public
Trusts Act, 1950, which deals
with the removal of a trustee if
there is evidence of conditions

including ‘Misappropriation
of Trust Property’; ‘Moral
Turpitude’; or  ‘Disobeying

of Lawful Orders issued by
the Charity Commissioner’.

However, according to Desai,
these would not hold valid for
his ouster. As per Dadrawala,
the Trustees will seek legal
advice for the course ahead.

Yazdi Desai has been
allegedly accused of taking
decisions independently and
not involving the Board on
a number of issues, mainly
including registering a Leave
and Licence Agreement with his
sole signature to Ness Wadia’s
secretary without informing the
other trustees; offering a non-
Parsi trespasser an ownership
flat worth Rs 1.5 crore; and
holding a BPP staff function
privately. Debunking these
allegations, Desai said the
decision to allot a flat to Wadia’s
secretary was agreed upon by
all the Trustees except for Viraf
Mehta, who had abstained;
that the non-Parsi trespasser
had already been offered a
flat by the previous Board of
Trustees in Thane, which is now
undergoing redevelopment;
and that the BPP function was a
personal function for which he
had borne all expenses.

veryone snores
occasionally, and it’s
usually not a matter

of concern. However, snoring
regularly at night can disrupt
the quality of your sleep,
leading to headaches, daytime
fatigue, irritability, and
increased health problems.
And if your snoring keeps your
partner awake, it could cause
issues in your relationship. But
you need to understand the
root of a problem before you
can solve it. So, what causes a
person to snore?

Snoring takes place when
the air can’t move freely
through your nose and throat
when vyou’re asleep. This
makes the surrounding tissues
vibrate, which produce the
snoring sound. Snorers are
usually known to have excess
throat and nasal tissue or
“floppy” tissue that is more
prone to vibrate. Sometimes,
the position of your tongue can
also get in the way of smooth
breathing. Since people snore
for different reasons, let’s
understand the causes behind
snoring, so that you can find
the right solutions to a quieter,
deeper sleep.

Common Causes of

Snoring:

o Age: As you reach middle
age and beyond, your
throat becomes narrower,
and the muscle tone in your
throat decreases, causing
disturbance in the air flow.

» Being Overweight/Unfit:
Fatty tissue and poor muscle
tone contribute to snoring.
Exercising and weight loss
could help end snoring.

« Your Built: Men have
narrower air  passages
than women and are

therefore more likely to
snore. A narrow throat,

a cleft palate, enlarged
adenoids, and other
physical attributes that

contribute to snoring are
often hereditary.

» Nasal / Sinus
problems: Blocked airways
or a stuffy nose makes
inhalation difficult, creating

a vacuum in the throat
which causes snoring.

e Alcohol, Smoking,
Medications: Alcohol
intake, smoking, and
certain medications,
especially sedatives,

increase muscle relaxation

leading to snoring.

« Sleep Posture: Sleeping flat
on your back causes the
flesh of your throat to relax
and block the airway.
Sometimes, snoring could

indicate ‘Sleep Apnea’, a

serious sleep disorder, where

your breathing is briefly
interrupted numerous times
each night. See a doctor if you
are experiencing these three
main conditions - You snore
loudly and heavily and are tired
through the day; While sleeping
you stop breathing, and gasp
or choke; and, You fall asleep
at inappropriate times, such as
during a conversation or a meal.

Remedies To Stop Snoring:
The numerous anti-snoring
devices available in the market
today are more confusing than
anything else. Unfortunately,
many of these devices are
not backed up by research, or
they work by simply keeping
you awake at night! But don’t
lose hope because there are a
number of proven techniques
that can help cure snoring.
Not every remedy is right for
every person, so putting a stop
to your snoring will require
patience, effort and the
willingness to experiment with
different harmless but effective
solutions, as under:
1. Change Your Sleeping
Position: Elevating your head
four inches eases breathing and
encourages your tongue and
jaw to move forward. There are
specifically designed pillows
available to help prevent

snoring by making sure your
neck muscles are not crimped.
2. Sleep On Your Side, Not On
Your Back.

3. Clear Your Nasal Passage:
If you have a stuffy nose, rinse
sinuses with saline before bed.
Using a nasal decongestant,
nasal strips or steam inhalation,
will help you breathe more
easily while sleeping.

4. Use Allergy Medication: if
you have allergies. Reduce dust
mites and keep an air purifier.
Keep your bed and sleeping
area free of pet dander.

5. Keep Bedroom Air Moist: Dry
air irritates nasal membranes
and the throat, so if swollen
nasal tissues are the problem,

a humidifier may help.

6. Introduce Healthy Lifestyle

Changes in your daily routine,

like:

Losing Excess Weight: This

reduces fatty tissue in the back

of the throat and decrease, or
even stop, snoring.

e Reduce/ Quit
Smoking: Smokers are
snorers. Smoking irritates
the membranes in the nose
and throat which can block

the airways and cause
snoring.
« Avoid Alcohol and

Sedatives: These relax the
muscles in the throat and
interfere with breathing.
Sometimes,  prescription
medications, like sleeping
pills, encourage a deeper
level of sleep, which can
make snoring worse.

« Take Heed Of Your Meals
Before Sleeping: Research

shows that eating

large
meals or consuming certain
foods such as dairy right
before bedtime can make
snoring worse.

o Exercise: Any form of

working out reduces
snoring, even if it doesn’t
lead to weight loss. That’s
because when you tone
muscles in your body, such
as your arms, legs, and
abs, this leads to toning
the muscles in your throat,
which in turn lead to less
snoring.

7. Practice Anti-Snoring Throat
Exercises: Research has
shown that by pronouncing
certain vowel sounds
and curling the tongue in
specific ways, muscles in the
upper respiratory tract are
strengthened and therefore
reduce snoring. Try the
following six exercises known
to help:

» Repeat each vowel (a-e-
i-o-u) loudly for three
minutes, a few times a day.

» Place the tip of your
tongue behind your top
front teeth. Slide your
tongue backwards for three
minutes a day.

» Close your mouth and
purse your lips. Hold for 30
seconds.

« With your mouth open,
move your jaw to the right
and hold for 30 seconds.
Repeat on the left side.

« With your mouth open,
contract the muscle at
the back of your throat
repeatedly for 30 seconds.
Tip: Look in the mirror to
see the uvula (“the hanging
ball”) move up and down.

= A fun exercise is to simply
spend time singing. Singing
increases muscle control in
the throat and soft palate,
reducing snoring caused by
lax muscles.

When these self-help
techniques do not work, you
could try an Anti-Snoring
Mouth Appliance or opt for

medical treatment for snoring.

Do this only under professional

guidance from your General

Physician or Otolaryngologist

(Ear, Nose, and Throat or ENT

doctor). Medical cures for

snoring include:

* Continuous Positive Airway
Pressure (CPAP): To keep
your airway open during
sleep, a machine at your
bedside blows pressurized
air into a mask that you
wear over your nose or face.

s Laser-Assisted
Uvulopalatoplasty
(LAUP): To shorten the uvula
(the hanging soft tissue
at the back of the throat)
and to make small cuts
in the soft palate either
side. As the cuts heal, the
surrounding tissues stiffen
to prevent the vibrations
that trigger snoring.

« Palatal Implants (The
Pillar Procedure): Involves
inserting small plastic

implants into the soft palate
which help prevent its
collapse to avoid snoring.

« Somnoplasty: Using low
levels of radiofrequency
heat to remove tissues
of the wuvula and soft
palate that vibrate during
snoring. This is a 30-minute
procedure and is performed
under local anaesthesia.

+ Custom-fitted Dental
Devices and Lower Jaw-
Positioners: To help open
your airway by bringing
your lower jaw or your
tongue forward during
sleep. This is done by
dentists who specializes in
these devices.

« Other Surgical
Procedures: Such as
Uvulopalatopharyngoplasty
(UPPP), Thermal Ablation

Palatoplasty (TAP),
Tonsillectomy, and
Adenoidectomy, which
increase the size of your
airway by the surgical
removal of tissues or
by correcting other

abnormalities.
