Gigantic Gopatha at entrance of Persepolis

eople often ask what the

pair of winged bulls with

a human head outside
several fire temples signify and
what is its origin?

Sumerian Roots: To
begin with, this figurine
is called ‘Lamassu’,
and it is not of Persian
or lranian origin. The -
Persians adopted it from
an earlier but neighboring
civilization. The earliest
depiction of this mythical
animation goes back to
the Sumerian civilization
of Mesopotamia (modern ¥
Irag). The Sumerians
recognized a protective
female deity named Lama,
rendered as Lamassu in
Akkadian, who was a
servant of the Gods. The °
‘Lamassu’, as we know and see
today, appeared a little later,
in the Assyrian (modern Syria)
culture, between the ninth and
seventh centuries BCE and was
envisioned as a male protective
spirit with a long-coiffured
Assyrian beard. The female
form was called ‘Apsassu’.

Lamassu often stood on five
instead of four legs. Ancient
sculptors probably gave these
guardian figures five legs so that
they appeared to be standing
firmly when viewed from the
front, but striding forward
when seen from the side. Five
legs may have also symbolized
the progress of the five senses.
During the Neo-Assyrian Empire
(883-612 BCE), these gigantic
figures were placed as gateway
guardians at the entrances of
royal palaces like Khorsabad
and Nineveh. They were placed
at entrances in order to ward
off evil influences.

The Persian Gopatha: The
quintessential  feature  of
Persian architecture was its
eclectic nature with elements
of Assyrian, Egyptian, Median
and Hellenistic features and
iconography all incorporated

identity seen in the finished
product. Achaemenid
architectural heritage,
beginning with the expansion of
the empire around 550 B.C.E,
was a period of artistic growth
that left an extraordinary
architectural legacy, ranging
from Cyrus the Great’s step-
pyramidical tomb in Pasargadae
to the splendid structures of
the opulent Spring capital
of Persepolis, near modern-
day Shiraz, in Iran. Similar
architectural  infrastructures

were also erected at Susa
(Province of Khuzestan in
Iran) and Ecbatana (modern
Hamadan) by Darius the Great,
serving similar functions as
Persepolis, including reception
of foreign dignitaries and
delegates, performance of
imperial ceremonies and duties
and also housing the kings.

Achaemenian Kings - Darius
and Xerxes - also placed these
majestic figurines (Lamassu) at
the entrance of Persepolis as
a protective force. However,
at both - Persepolis and Susa -
one can also see depictions of a
being with the head of a man,
body of a lion and wings of an
eagle, resembling a Lamassu.

The Persians called Lamassu
as Gopatha. The Parsis in India
call them Godha or Gopatshah.
According to archeologists,
Lamassu or Gopatha featured
only in the Achaemenid
architecture. The Parthian and
Sassanian kings did not use
these majestic figures. The
huge Lamassu at Persepolis
remained buried under a mound
for centuries after Alexander’s
invasion and came to light only
when excavated in the early
1930s.

Chinese or Imperial guardian
lions are a traditional Chinese
architectural ornament.
Typically made of stone, they
are also known as stone lions
or Shishi. They are known in
conversational English as ‘lion
dogs’ or ‘foo dogs’.

Significance of Gopatha:

The Gopatha assimilates
and symbolizes the qualities
of Strength and Courage (in
the body of the Bull or Lion),
the quality of soaring high with
sharp vision (with the Wings
of an eagle) and Wisdom and
Intelligence (with the human
head).

Thus, the Gopatha outside
the fire temple not only
stands as a symbolic guardian
against all forces of evil,
but, also as a reminder to
every devotee who enters the
house of worship, to acquire
physical and spiritual strength
(in order to live a purposeful

life), aim high and look afar
(for the welfare of this world)  wisdom.

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Shireen Mody Murdered In Goa

South Mumbai, and an OCI card holder, who

settled in Goa thirty years ago, died on 6™
October, 2019, following an assault, allegedly, by
her gardener, Praphul Jana, at her bungalow-cum-
studio, ‘Saffron Wiehl’, according to the police.
The 65-year-old attacker from Assam, Jana, was
living at Mody’s home since three years, and
seems to have collapsed and suffered serious
injuries, leading to his death, while escaping,
post the assault.

Shween Mody, an artist, originally from

CCTV footage showing Jana escaping after
hitting Mody has been recovered by the police.
Preliminary investigation by the police suggests
that Jana held a grudge against Mody, and when
she was leaving for a brunch on the 6" mid-
morning, he allegedly asked her to meet him at
a shed behind her home at Arpora Vegas Vaddo
in Anjuna Police Station area. As per Senior
Police Inspector, Navlesh Dessai, an altercation
is believed to have taken place between Mody
and Jana, during which Jana struck her with
an iron rod on the head, causing her to die on
the spot. Having rented out a few rooms, there
were other guests in the house and within a very
short while, they were able to find her as they
knew she had been called to the shed. Mody
was declared brought dead at the Goa Medical
College and Hospital (GMCH) near Panaji, while
Prafulla was taken to a district hospital in Mapusa,
where he was pronounced dead on arrival.
Jana is believed to have fled by jumping a fence,
though he collapsed at a spot close to home.
According to IGP, Jaspal Singh, a wounded Jana

asked a passerby (eye-witness) to go and check
on Mody, saying, “Take care of her. | will be ok,”
- words that have been included by the police
as the last statement from Jana. Singh added,
“It’s a very unfortunate incident. We will be filing
charges, but here the judgment might not reach
trial like other cases, as both are dead. In this case
we are looking at an Abatement Chargesheet.”

SP, North Goa - Utkrisht Prasoon, said, “We
have established that when Jana escaped, he did
not have any injury on him. He seems to have
got wounded at the spot where he collapsed
after what seems like a fit. We have asked for
the postmortem report to ascertain the cause of
his death.”

Diego Maradona

Sifting through 500 hours
of archival footage - most of
it not seen before - Oscar-
winning director Asif Kapadia,
has constructed a lively
and obsessive documentary
about the world’s best-known
footballer of the 80s. The
film begins when SSC Napoli,
a little-known football club in
Italy, welcomes their newest
recruit, 23-year-old Maradona
on 5 July, 1984. He helps his
club win two championships but
not before helping his country,
Argentina (in)famously beat
England in the quarterfinals
of the Mexico 1986 World
Cup, going on to win the Cup.
Kapadia overtly hints that the
win over England was sweet
revenge for Argentina’s loss in
the Falklands War four years
earlier.

Having grown up in the
slums of Buenos Aires and
supported his family (including

six siblings) since the age of
15, Maradona tells us how his
dreams were ‘downgraded’ -
he wanted a house but got a
flat; when he desired a Ferrari,
he got a Fiat. Kapadia, who
earlier brought to life the
lives of Ayrton Senna and Amy
Winehouse, delves deep into
his resources to depict the
adulation Diego received, his
infidelity and his eventual fall
from grace - all within a span
of less than a decade.

There are some startling
revelations, particularly by
his trainer Fernando Signorini
(“he isn’t  psychologically
prepared yet”) and by his
biographer Daniel Arcucci.
In the second half, Kapadia
deftly dribbles through the
footballer’s sexcapades, his
brush with the mafia which led
him to his drug addiction and
subsequent  self-destruction.
The director succeeds in

portraying the genius as
expansively emotional, and
at times solemnly stoic. Both
revered and reviled, castigated
and complimented in equal
measure, Diego Armando
Maradona remains one of the
most iconic, if not enigmatic,
figures in world sports.

Moreover, since |'ve
been a cricketer myself, my
understanding of the game is
immaculate. I’ve also been a
Sub-Committee member at the
Indoor Academy at BKC, so |
know how things function there
aswell. The lack of transparency
and neglect was unfortunate as
the elected people were unable
to deliver the desired results.
| thought if | wanted to better
and clean up the system, | had
to get into the system. MCA is
a huge association - in fact,
one of the biggest amongst all
of BCCl’s associate members.
When | was repeatedly told
that they needed me to get on
the bandwagon for the sake
of cricket - | finally decided
to give it a shot and continue
working towards betterment
with honesty and diligence.

PT: What is the vision that
you would like to bring to the
MCA?

Khodadad: Cricket is a
gentleman’s game and a
gentleman never breaks his
promises - so | will try to fulfil
the promises | have made to
people, hopefully, in the first
year itself. You can rest assured
that Women’s Club Cricket will
kick off this season itself in
Mumbai. Regarding the grounds,
water facilities and mobile
toilets will be constructed.

Post season, we will work
even harder at improving our
grounds and wickets in the
maidans. My vision also includes
bringing transparency in MCA
affairs and ticketing matters
- like initiating a system to
send passes to ex-cricketers,
umpires and scorers. Most
importantly, the focus will be
towards upgrading cricketing
facilities.

PT: The newly elected MCA
Committee has a blend of
young and  experienced
members - what new
ideologies can we expect to
see?

Academy alongside ongoing
tournaments. I’ve learnt much
from him - his vision has great
clarity.

He is a sports
lover - especially cricket; he
listens and takes everyone’s
inputs and believes in taking
decisions democratically and
unanimously. That’s why |
instantly resonated with him -
as he too believes in the word
‘we’ and not ‘I’!

We comprise
a dynamic blend of people
and | am sure that this team
will deliver because everyone
has fresh ideas - not just on
the cricketing front, but even
on the administration front.
Together we will work towards
raising MCA to its deserving
position. | know the road ahead
is not smooth but we are braced
to face the challenges as we
are equipped with a strong road
map and great team spirit. | am
a person who believes in the
process. Rooting for overnight
results is futile and temporary
- but a process-driven vision
always delivers a good end
product.

Khodadad: | thank everyone
and wish that you continue
to send your good wishes and
blessings my way - | will always
remain the same Khodadad,
and will continue working hard
with honesty, leaving the rest
to God!
