Her dedication and commitment to the
community has been unquestionable,
her passion for community service is
unlimited as is her compassion for our
less fortunate community members.
In addition to being the CEO of WAPIZ,
Anahita Desai has worked in an honorary
capacity not only for the BPP and its
many projects but has also coordinated
and worked silently for the Federation
of Parsi Zoroastrian Anjumans of India.
Even in her personal capacity, she has
served, helped and financially supported
innumerable community organisations
and individuals, who know her to be
a hands-on community problem solver.

2020 brought with it more than
its fair share of challenges for Anahita
Desai, and even as she takes on these
challenges head-on, she continues to
serve the community with honesty,
integrity and wholehearted dedication

She raised the bar further, recently,
when she promptly returned a Trust flat
to the BPP, on the passing of her brother-
in-law, who used to live by himself. At
a time when a number of community
members have chosen to literally and
selfishly hoard empty flats for themselves
and their family members, Anahita and
Yazdi Desai decided to set the perfect
precedent by rightfully returning to the
Trust, the accommodation, which was
built for and meant for Parsis in genuine
need of housing. It is unfortunately a
common trait to see some community
members using these Trust flats as
‘Holiday Homes’ or then using these
as a way of earning additional income
by putting their own ‘ownership flats’
on rent and unfairly living in Baug

Parsi Times
catches up
with Anahita
Desai...

PT: The year
2020 has
proven to one
big challenge
to the world.
Before all
else, could
you share a
few words about the recovery of our
BPP Chairman, Yazdi Desai?

Anahita Desai: Yazdi is improving
but recovery is taking more time than
anticipated. Largely | think it is due
to the fact that we were without any
therapy for four months due to the
pandemic and lockdown.

PT: Through these difficult times, what
is it that keeps you going and continuing
to perform your untiring community
services for the less privileged?
Anahita Desai: Initially | was devastated
by what had happened to Yazdi. | was
an emotional mess in the initial few
weeks, and was feeling overwhelmed
by the double whammy - the lockdown
and Yazdi's stroke. Due to my extremely
stressed state of mind, | was unable to
extend help to others as much as I'd
have otherwise. But a couple of months
later, | realized that | had to get back
to the routine of my earlier life, in the
context of the new normal. Helping
others someone is so fulfilling and it
filled me with a sense of gratitude.
When you become aware of the pitiable
plight that some of our Parsis are going
through, your own pains and challenges
are put into perspective. Helping others
going through a crisis bigger than your
own is a grounding factor.

PT: Over the past week, one of the
main topics creating a huge buzz of
great appreciation and respect on
social media, amongst our community
members, has been your returning
the BPP flat back to the Trust, after
the demise of your brother-in-law.
What made you decide to immediately
return the flat?

Anahita Desai: The fact that it is the
right thing to do. What good would it
do to hold on to a flat which we would

invariably keep locked and unused? Why
delay doing what needs to be done? We
are acutely aware of the long list of
families and newlywed couples waiting
for a home to start their lives.

PT: You are known for your complete
hands-on involvement in innumerable
forms of community services and
causes. Could you share the need for
people to return empty flats that they
keep locked while living out of the
country or then those who have houses
outside but still continue to use the
housing facility so that they can earn
income from their own houses that
they rent out.

Anahita Desai: Ours is the only
community that provides free housing
to its community members. | think it
is utterly shameful and selfish when
people settled abroad choose to hang on
to their Trust flats, keeping them locked
for years and just use it as holiday
homes. Sadly, many community members
live with a false sense of entitlement
believing that it is their birth-right to
hold on to their Charity flats, even when
they have great alternate residences in
Mumbai or for that matter multiple flats
in colonies too.

PT: How has the lack of housing
affected our community members in
need of houses. How will returning
empty flats to the Trust prove helpful
for community members who need it?
Anahita Desai: The demand for flats
is far more than the supply. There are
newly-weds who are staying apart for

months, sometimes years till they are
allotted a flat. Others stay in very high-
cost Leave and License flats till they are
allotted a BPP flat. Some couples have
separated because of lack of housing
or staying in congested houses with
no privacy. Though the BPP has very
many lone residents living in flats in
its colonies and Baugs, when that lone
resident expires, usually some ‘relative’
suddenly descends upon the flat to claim
it! Rarely is vacant possession given back
to the Trust for allotment to a deserving
applicant. The BPP is sometimes viewed
as heartless, as when a lone resident
expires, it immediately puts a lock on
the door. But what other way is there
to protect the flat from being grabbed
by selfish persons who have no need for
the flat?

PT: What message would you like to
share with our community members?
Anahita Desai: | would like to request
people who have more than one flat
in colonies and also people who keep
their flats locked for years on end, to
please think of persons and families
who are waiting for many years to be
allotted a flat and are continuing to
live in dilapidated buildings, in utterly
congested homes, or in chawls with
shared toilets, couples living apart,
families living in distant suburbs on
leave and license, with no access to our
community’s medical facilities... Maybe
then we will realize how, by giving up
a flat you no longer need or are keeping
locked, you would be helping a family
be happy.

ocated at D N Road, Fort in South
\l Bombay, the ‘Navsari Building’ was
once where the offices of Tata Sons
were. It has been bought over from the Tatas
in 1928 by the Kotak family, post which, it
was named after Tata’s native place - Navsari.

The Navsari Building houses one of the
oldest lifts in the city today. The wood
panelled elevator is operated manually using
a crankshaft and is hydraulically operated.

This wooden cage elevator reminds one of
the Colonial time, with teak wood seats, the
Stigler logo is still intact, which confirms its
roots.

The Navsari building is one of the few
buildings in the city which plans on preserving
this heritage which harks back to an era
that Mumbai has long forgotten. Imported
from London, these masterpieces carved in
iron and wood are a courteous facet of the
architecture of these buildings. Unlike the
functional lifts of today, the lift at Navsari
Building and a few such others, were elegantly
built - well laid out lift cabins in wood, with
ornate work and seats on the sides

The oldest functioning manual elevator
in the city and perhaps the country, it has
been of service to a number of celebrities
during its time and has fortunately, been

The Grand

well maintained. Governed by counterweight
mechanism and operated by a hand lever,
this unique elevator consists of a square
section wooden frame with extended legs
for stability. At the base of the frame is a
hydraulic cylinder and piston, set vertically.

The original motor was operated on Direct
Current to facilitate better traction. The
power was supplied by BEST for the trams and
buildings on Hornsby Road and the supply was
DC, hence a lot of care needed to be taken
to ensure safety of operations and also for its
maintenance.

Though some modifications have been
made over the years and some parts have
been changed, the original lift car imported
from Milan still remains. The lift, presently
accommodates only four passengers and it
makes more than 50 rounds a day. The lift
operator works the elevator, has now been
there for 17 years - and has expertly mastered
the skill of manually and precisely stopping
the lift car at the exact floor level.

Heirlooms such as these are still remnants
of a different era and if maintained well,
would continue to last for decades.

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PM Narendra Modi Covid-19 Vaccme India Update
To Visit Sll Today

n 26" November, 2020, the
OPr‘ime Minister Office (PMO)

confirmed that Prime Minister
Shri Narendra Modi, would be visiting
the Serum Institute of India (Sll) in
Pune’s Hadapsar area today, on 28t
November, 2020. Scheduled to arrive
around 1:00 pm and leave around 2:30
pm (as per the tentative schedule), PM
Modi is likely to review the progress of
vaccine production by Serum Institute.

Sl is one of the global frontrunners
in producing the COVID-19 vaccine
(Covishield), partnered with Oxford
University and AstraZeneca company
to produce. The Oxford-AstraZeneca
vaccine candidate is presently under
Phase |ll human trials and has proven to
be 70 per cent effective in the phase I
trials. The enrolment of candidates for
the phase lll trials has been recently
completed and now the results and
conclusion of the phase lll trials are
awaited.

Following PM Modi’s visit, around
a hundred Delhi-based foreign envoys,

comprising Foreign Ambassadors and
High Commissioners, are scheduled
to visit Sl on 4% December, 2020 for a
‘familiarisation visit’.

Earlier this week, Adar Poonawalla,

CEQO of Serum Institute, had said
that Phase 3 trials of the Covishield
vaccine were underway and while UK
trial results have been released, they
expect the data on the Indian trials to
be out within a month.

s one of the worst-hit nations
with rising cases of the novel

coronavirus, India awaits
with baited breath a promising
announcement of a vaccine approved
by regulatory authorities which have
been monitoring the progress of several
vaccine candidates. India’s realistic
hopes, however, hinge heavily on three
to five vaccine candidates.

Recent updates have shown India’s
plans for the immediate production
of the AstraZeneca-Oxford vaccine
produced by the Pune-based Serum
Institute of India (SIl) which aims to roll
out a 100 million doses by December
2020 and kick off an inoculation drive,
with India as first priority for delivery of
the vaccine.

The British-Swedish multinational
pharmaceutical, AstraZeneca, has
reported that its Covid-19 vaccine is
70% effective without any serious side
effects. Cyrus Poonawalla, founder of
SlII, which is testing and manufacturing
the candidate under license, said that
the vaccine would be available in India
‘“very soon”. Sll has already produced
40 million doses of the vaccine so far.
“A vaccine against the coronavirus
disease will be available very soon in our
country. We are going to ask for special
emergency marketing authorization
in 45 days from today,” said Cyrus
Poonawalla on 24™ November, 2020, as
per news reports.

His dynamic son, Adar, the CEO
of Sl who has been spearheading the
vaccine’s manufacture said that he was
delighted on the progress and assured
that the low-cost vaccine would soon
be widely available. “It will be another
two to three months for the vaccine to

| be available in India. By January we will

have 100 million doses, minimum. The
target set by the government is 300 to
400 million doses by July,” he said.

Emergency authorisation for
the vaccine by the Indian regulator
will be the first step in ensuring its
administration based on a priority
list, starting with frontline healthcare

workers. SIl scientists are hopeful
of being able to roll out the vaccine
before the year is out. “We hope the
government will give the go-ahead for
vaccinating persons at highest risk -
doctors, nurses, and healthcare workers
at hospitals. In anticipation of receiving
regulatory clearance, 100 million doses
will be ready through special license in
one and a half months,” said Adar.

The interim analysis of the vaccine,
which included 131 Covid-19 patients,
indicates that one dosing regimen
showed a 90% efficacy when the vaccine
was given as a half dose, followed by
a full dose at least one month apart;
another regimen showed 62% efficacy
when given as two full doses at least one
month apart. “The combined analysis
from both dosing regimens resulted in an
average efficacy of 70%. All results were
statistically significant. More data will
continue to accumulate and additional
analysis will be conducted, refining
the efficacy reading and establishing
the duration of protection,” shared an
AstraZeneca press release.

The Serum Institute of India, the
world’s largest vaccine maker by volume,
has partnered with AstraZeneca,
the Gates Foundation and the Gavi
Alliance to produce more than a billion
doses of the vaccine for global supply.
Officials in the health ministry pointed
out that the Oxford-AstraZeneca vaccine
is markedly cheaper and is estimated
to cost at about 5$2.50 a dose. In
contrast, Pfizer's vaccine costs about
$20 a dose, while Moderna’s is upwards
of $25. The Indian government is in talks
with developers and manufacturers of all
potential Covid-19 vaccine candidates
for procurement of their product.

Currently, vaccine candidates which
are in advanced stages of development
include - in addition to SlI's AstraZeneca-
Oxford vaccine called ‘Covishield’
- Bharat Biotech and ICMR’s vaccine
- ‘Covaxin’; Dr Reddy’s ‘Sputnik’;
and vaccines by Pfizer, Moderna and
Zydus Cadila’s indigenous vaccine
manufacturer (based in Gujarat.)

n keeping with the excellent webinars being hosted

saw yet another vibrant personality whose career
epitomizes the very motto of WZCC itself - ‘Building
the Spirit of Entrepreneurship’. The vivacious Meher
Pudumjee, Chairperson, Thermax Limited had all the
attendees rapt with attention as she spoke on ‘The
Inspiring Journey of Thermax/CSR and Philanthropy’ at
WZCC’s webinar which was held on 215 November, 2020
via Zoom.

Thermax Limited focuses on providing sustainable
energy and environmental solutions. After her post-
graduation in Chemical Engineering from the Imperial
College of Science and Technology, London, Meher
Pudumjee joined Thermax way back in 1990, as a Trainee
Engineer.

Their business acumen comprises a three-generation-
old family business, setting the tone and culture for any
organization. She shared how once she and her mother
had read that business will be based on growth and
profits but believed that they had a social responsibility
towards all their stake holders. Her proud family lineage
also included her grandfather, Adi Bhathena - Founder
Chairman and Managing Director, Wanson India; her
father - the charismatic Rohinton Aga - Chairman and
Managing Director of Thermax.

Speaking on what made Thermax stand out from
the rest, she said it was their unflinching commitment
and value-based leadership. The company thrived on
a never-say-die attitude. She further shared how, in
the late 1980’s, her had father suffered a heart attack
and stroke, which had left him incapacitated for a
while. Though it had greatly compromised the use of
his right hand, his strong-willed attitude would make
him insist on tying his shoe laces on his own! Even
as his physiotherapist asked him to practice for the
next whole month, his sheer determination led him to
practicing the exercise the entire night and he surprised
everyone the next day, as he tied his own shoe-laces.
He embodied showed grit and perseverance and was
focused on people’s welfare.

During this time, her mother - Anu Aga - decided
to join the business as the HR head. She empowered
people, gave them freedom, room for mistakes and

encouraged them. Anu Aga and the HR team brought
in huge changes in the company with a special focus
on open communication. “She had tremendous faith
and told me that it was all a process and that we must
have the belief that it would eventually be a success. It
has been twenty-two years since the start of the open
forum for communication.

This is when Meher
returned to India from the UK with her husband. In an
unfortunate turn of events, her brother passed away in
a car accident. While Meher took on the finance section
of the organization, Pheroz bettered the international
aspect of Thermax, which under the visionary
leadership of Rohinton, was the first organization
to get into the software sector and windmills. With
multiple diverse businesses taking up a lot of time and
resources, the Boston Consulting Group was brought
in to provide professional streamlining. This had them
exit some businesses and change portfolios. Their
portfolio focused on integrated products in the areas of
power, heating, cooling, water, waste management, air
pollution control and chemicals. Their largest export
order comprised fifteen packages of modularized
boilers which were shipped from India. In 2004, Anu Aga
retired and Meher took over as the Chairperson. After
leaving the organisation, her mother never interfered
in any decisions, unless asked for advice.

Thermax’s vision is all about being a globally
respected, high-performance organization, offering
sustainable development in energy and environment.

Tata Group To Acquire Majority
Stake in BigBasket By End November

he deal between Tata Group and
’l one of India’s largest e-grocers,
Bigbasket, is in the last lap, as
reported by CNBC-TV18 media sources.
The Tata Group is set to acquire a
majority stake in the e-grocer and the
deal could be closed by the end of the
month.

BigBasket is among the largest
e-grocers in the country with nearly
3 lakh orders per day, as per data by
Forrester. BigBasket’s valuation as of
March 2020 was USD 1.23 billion and
according to research platform Tofler,
the company clocked revenues of Rs.
5,200/- crore and a loss of around Rs.
920/- crore.

Industry watchers see the move
as part of the Tata Group’s strategy to
build a Super App. The firm’s internal
M&A team is working on the deal, as
per sources. Tata Group is likely to buy
out Alibaba’s entire 29.1 percent stake,
as well as, the stakes of some other
investors. The other major investors,
according to data by Traxcn are Abraaj
Group (16.3 percent), Ascent Capital
(8.6 percent), Helion Venture Partners
(7 percent), Bessemer Venture Partners
(6.2 percent), Mirae Asset Naver Asia
(5 percent), International Finance
Corporation (4.1 percent), Sands
Capital (4 percent), and CDC Group (3.5
percent).

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here is no supernatural

It is not that some
mysterious, super-physical
angel, ‘deva’, or God intervenes
personally and manipulates
karma, akin to a puppet
performer pulling the strings of
his suspended figures. Karma is
part of the equilibrium of the
universe, bringing a come-back,
recording a pressure, allowing
each reaction to come about by
its own momentum.

So - the million-dollar
question - How Does Karma
Work? Karma traces complicated
effects back to complicated
causes. If, in the end, and
sometimes well before, karma
catches up with you, it is not all
painful; the term need not fill
you with foreboding... because
all the good that you have
thought and done brings a good
comeback too!

No human existence is
without its troubles at some
period or without its frictions at
another. The first arises out of
the element of destiny, which
surrounds human freedom; and
the second out of the element
of egoism, which surrounds
human relations. Through its
ignorance of karmic operations
and effects, the ego provokes
many of its own oppositions and
much of its own troubles.

Although karma is clinched
by what a person does, it is, in
fact, built up also by what one
long thinks and strongly feels,
or mentally focuses upon.

Karma expresses itself through
events which may seem to be
accidental, but they are so only
on the surface.

Each of us sings a note
out into the universe, and the
universe answers us in the same
key. Karma gives you what you
have largely made yourself -
it does not give you what you
prefer, but it is possible at
times, that these two coincide.

Karma needs to send no
attorney to plead its
cause!

Forces out of your
own re-incarnatory past
come up and push
you towards certain
decisions, actions and attitudes.
This leads us to question
whether there is eternal
recurrence... The Russian writer,
Outspensky’s ‘Theory of Eternal
Recurrence’, is both - true and
false. We repeat ourselves and
our circumstances but always
on a different level. It is a
spiral, not a circle. An event
or a period of life corresponds
to a previous one, but is not
identical to it. The future
is analogous with the past,
but does not duplicate it. The
spiral does not bring you back
identically to the same self or
the same work - it brings you
to what corresponds to it on a
different level.
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Our outward miseries are
symbols and symptoms of our
inner failures. For remember,
every self-created suffering
and every self-accepted evil is
an avoidable one. It may not
depend entirely upon yourself
how far events can hurt you,
but to a great extent, it

depends largely upon yourself.

If you had the strength
to crush your egoism by a
single blow, and the insight
to penetrate the screen of
a long series of causes and
effects, you would discover
that your external troubles
manifest from faults and
weaknesses of your internal
character. Every time you
manifest the lower attributes
of your internal character,
you invite their reflection in
external events. Your anger,
envy and resentment will, if
strong enough and sustained,
be followed eventually by
troubles, enmities, frictions,
losses and disappointments.

The Darts Of Destiny

There are no lucky house
numbers nor unlucky ones. If
you had a series of misfortunes
in a certain house, it is not
the fault of the number but
the fault of your karma. Your
evil karma fell due during that
period and would have ripened
into sorrowful experiences,
even if you had occupied a
totally different house with
a different number! Now
karma arises ultimately out of
character for the better and
thus ultimately changes your
karma to some extent. Then
move back into the same house
which once brought you sorrow.
You will find that this time it
will not do so. It’s so-called
unlucky number will not harm
you anymore!

All the karmic tendencies
are not present in consciousness
at the same time - some have
yet to pass from the potential
to the kinetic condition.
People should be warned from
childhood that the ‘cause
and effect rule’ in the moral
realm is no less effective than
in the ‘scientific realm’. They

should be made to feel
responsible for setting
causes into action
that invite suffering or
attract trouble or lead
to frustrations.

There is an
inescapable balance
between our principle
thoughts and deeds
and our principle
life experiences -our
wrongdoing produces

sorrows; our good action

produces a rebound of

gdood fortune - causation
is the top of the wheel whose
bottom is consequence! This
is just as true collectively
as individually. When, for
instance, a nation comes to
believe that the conception of
right is a false one, it marks
itself down for destruction. We
have seen this in our time in
the case of the German nation.
The moral law is not a figment
of human imagination - it is a
divinely established reality.

The moral fallacy which
leads people to think that they
can build their own happiness
out of the misery of other
people can be shattered only
by the knowledge of the truth
of karma.
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Lessons In Good Politics From The Grand OId Man Of India

olitics today is a dirty word.
P Almost six and a half centuries ago

Plato philosophized, “Mankind
will never see an end of trouble until
lovers of wisdom come to hold political
power, or the holders of power become
lovers of wisdom.” Us Zoroastrians
are not just lovers, but worshippers of
Mazda or wisdom. Yet, for some strange
reason, ‘Parsi Politics’ tends to bring
out the worst among members of our
miniscule community.

During such times, my thoughts run
to Dadabhai Naoroji, the Grand Old
Man of India for inspiration and solace.
Dadabhai was a multifaceted personality
- nationalist, statesman, educationist,
economist, social reformer and
parliamentarian. His sense of fairness
and fearlessness endeared him even to
those he opposed!

Setting Standards: The true test of a
leader is his character; the quality of a
leader is automatically reflected in the
standards which he sets for himself. It
is courage, fairness, justice, integrity
and morality that cannot be hired or
bought. Lives of great men like Dadabhai
constantly remind us that it is character
that endears a true leader to not only
the masses but even to those who hold
a different ideology. Like Benjamin
Franklin said, “There was never a truly
great man that was not at the same
time truly virtuous.”

Social Reformer: As an ordained
Zoroastrian priest, it pained Dadabhai
to see all forms of superstitious beliefs
and practices that had crept into the
hearts of his fellow Parsi Zoroastrians.
In 1851, he founded a society called
the ‘Rahnumae Mazdayasne Sabha’
to restore the Zoroastrian religion to
its original purity and simplicity. The
society is still in operation in Mumbai.
He also started two religious’ magazines
- ‘Dharma Marg Darshak’ and ‘Rast

Goftar’ to educate Parsis on religion.

Like we see today, some of his Parsi
critics indulged in calumny. However,
he declined descending to their
level. Taking his stand on reason, he
challenged them to meet him on that
ground. In the end the light of reason
succeeded in dispelling the darkness
of ignorance and superstition and the
religion of Prophet Zarathushtra was
weaned from many alien accretions.
Although one could gather from the
tenor of his speeches and writings that
he was a social reformer, he spoke of the
pedantic, orthodox school with his usual
fairness and forbearance. Even Professor
Max Muller observed that there was “no
expression of contempt anywhere, even
when the temptation must have been
considerable.”

Diwan of Baroda: He advised and
assisted the Maharaja, Malharrao
Gaekwad, of Baroda in tackling various
issues with the British Agent, and
pleaded his case in London. In return,
the Maharaja offered Dadabhai the post
of Diwan (Prime Minister) of Baroda
State. Whilst assuming the reins of
office, Dadabhai had told the Maharaja,
“I am not accepting your service for gain
or glory. My ambition is to bring about,
with your kind co-operation, reform in
the administration of your State. As
long as | have your confidence and feel |
am useful, all my energy will be at Your
Highness’s disposal. But the moment |
find that the mutual goodwill is lost, or
that my usefulness has ceased, | shall
go. »

In his capacity as Diwan of Baroda,
he introduced several reforms but later
resigned and left Baroda on January
11, 1875. Dadabhai was too honest and
straightforward to be of any long-term
service to a weak Maharaja of a State
ridden with corruption and a court
saturated with intrigue. As a tribute, the
Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda

has named one of its student hostels as
Dadabhai Naoroji Hall.

Tryst With The British: Dadabhai was
always fair and just - even when critical.
In all his speeches and writings, the root
principles of his political philosophy
were, India’s wrongs should not blind
her to the benefits of British rule. On
31 January, 1897, in a representation
made to Welby Commission, Dadabhai
Naoroji underlined: “Nobody can more
appreciate the benefits of the British
connection than | do, but it must be
understood that the British Empire in
India is built up entirely with the money
of India, and, in a great measure, by the
blood of India”.

In 1886 he contested in the election
for the British Parliament. It was a
tough fight and a gallant fight, but as
apprehended, it ended in Dadabhai’s
defeat. His Conservative opponent had
everything on his side - personal influence
and wealth, the strong Tory character of
the Holborn constituency, the antipathy
of Englishmen generally to the Home
Rule policy of Gladstone, and above all,
a split in the Liberal camp. The result,
though not a triumph, inspired hopes of
success at a subsequent election.

Facing Failure: As they say, every
event has a purpose and every setback
its lesson. Often failure is essential
for personal expansion. It brings inner
growth. Never regret failure. Rather,
embrace it as a teacher. There are no
mistakes in life, only lessons. From
struggle comes strength. No mater
what the circumstances in life may be,
each individual has to choose the right
response to it. When one forms the
habit of searching for the positive in
every circumstance, one’s life becomes
sublime. Failure is not having the
courage to try. In Dadabhai’s case, his
failure to win only made him better and
not bitter.

The average person would have quit
at the first failure. That’s why there have
been many average men and only one
Dadabhai. Always patient and persistent,
Dadabhai knew that anything worthwhile
never comes easily; if it were easy,
anyone could do it. Because he persisted
far beyond the point the average person
would consider reasonable and rational,
he produced results that even the most
learned people of the day considered
impossible.

He went back to England after the
Congress, and got elected to the British
Parliament. He was the very first Asian
to be elected to the British Parliament.
His victory was by a narrow margin
of votes and therefore the English
who had difficulty in pronouncing
Naoroji found it easier to call him
“Mr. Narrow Margin”.

Shaking Off The Muck: In the heat and
dust of political campaigns a lot of muck
was thrown on Dadabhai. However,
Dadabhai never stooped to conquer.
Besides he was firmly of the belief that
if someone speaks ill of you, let your
character be such that no one would
believe him. In public life, critics usually
shovel dirt, all kinds of dirt, on those
who take up various causes. The trick to
getting out of the deep pit of controversy
is to shake it off and take a step up.
Each of our troubles is a stepping stone.
We can get out of the deepest pit just by
not stopping, never giving up! Shake it
off and take a step up.

Dadabhai had the finesse and grace
to disagree with his opponents in an
agreeable manner. His fellow Member of
Parliament and lifelong friend, Samuel
Smith once said, “A more single-minded
man was never born, and though | did
not quite agree with Mr. Naoroji on all
points, we learnt to respect each other,
each believing that the other was doing
his best for the cause.”

Pursuit Of Excellence: Dadabhai’s life
is a saga in the pursuit of excellence -
constantly going beyond his call of duty,
doing more than what others expected
of him, striving and maintaining the
highest standards day to day, looking
after the smallest detail, going the
extra mile, doing his best in everything
and in ever way and a lifelong race in
getting ahead of himself instead of
others. It is said, the secret of happiness
is simple: find out what you truly love
to do and then direct all your energy
towards doing it. Dadabhai did just
that. His true love was improving the
quality of life for all Indians and he
directed all his energy in the pursuit
of that lofty goal. He was indeed a
true follower of Prophet Zarathushtra’s
precept, “Happiness to him who makes
others happy.”
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
