Shocking And Unjust
Behavior By BPP
Trustees!

With respect to the article of
our trustee Mr. Kersi Randeria,
in Parsi Times dated 29th May,
2021, we are shocked to learn
that the BPP trustees are in
favour of those 14% who have
not paid their dues, and have
asked the custodians to accept
rent from those who have
defaulted since years and not
paid their monthly increase of
Rs 750/- in rent!! This act of
the trustees is unfair!! What
about those 86% who have paid
that amount???

So, over here might is right!
They challenged the BPP and
today the trustees have decided
to waive off that substantial
amount! | would request that
either the BPP recovers this
amount from them or gives us
a refund for the same. These
double standards of the trustees
protecting their stooges should
stop and in all fairness a policy
should be adopted. Either you
take this increase from all the
residents or refund the money
to those who have paid.

Of course, the less unfortunate
are exempt and | am not
talking of those who the BPP

have exempted from this. But
those who have deliberately
not paid and have gotten away
scot free! | ask the trustees to
please get them to pay the said
outstanding amount that would
still reflect in their books of
accounts. Here we are given
to understand the BPP had no
money to pay the May salaries
of its employees and on the
other hand, we have trustees
who are willing to forego this
huge outstanding amount
from those residents who have
defaulted!

Total Mismanagement
at BPP!

With reference my article in
Parsi Times (27.06.20) about
many occupants of Colonies
who have honestly and sincerely
paid Rs 750 per month as service
charges since 2017, while there
are others who have blatantly
defied the BPP and not paid the
Service Charges, terming it as
illegal, based on media reports
in Public domain.

BPP Trustee Viraf Mehta had
replied that the matter would
be discussed in the BPP Board
meeting and that he would
revert.

From September 2020, the
Service Charges were waived
citing Covid as the reason for
waiver. However, there are
many who have still not paid
this monthly Service charge
amount of Rs 750, till date
(2017 till August 2020) and
the BPP has made no effort to
recover the amounts in any
manner whatsoever. Not a single
reminder, nor a legal notice - to
the best of my knowledge has
been sent to these defaulters.

Being a CA, BPP Trustee Xerxes
Dastur should have taken the
lead to recover the amounts.
We do not have any qualified
accountant at the BPP with
an exposure for checks and
balances. As a result, there are
those who paid for 3 years and
those who have still haven’t!
Today, those who have paid
honourably are the sufferers,
while those who have not paid
are not being asked to pay up!

The Trustees are hereby called
upon to explain this anomaly in
the interest of transparency.
Why this laid-back attitude to
recoveries without using the
Covid pandemic as an excuse.
This has only resulted in further
losses to the BPP. And the BPP’s
losses are in Crores.

Thereis also another issue which
is being over looked. There are
those like me who have paid in
advance the Occupancy Charges
for the whole year from April,
2020 to March 2021. Therefore
effectively, we are due the
refund of Service charges
that has now been waived for
the period of 7 months, from
September 2020 to March
2021. This equals to Rs 5,250/-
, the credit for which is to be
given in the financial year 20-
21 itself and the credit balance
adjusted against the receipt
raised in April 2021.

When | contacted the custodian
of Godrej Baug for adjustment,
he informed me that the
changes of the reduced Rs 750
have not been incorporated in
the system and the Trustees
have not taken a call hence no
credit balance for this is in the
March closing.

This also means that in BPP
books from Sept 2020 till March
21 will show a debit balance of
Rs 5,250 against each occupant
as arrears when there is no
arrears (due to the waiver).
The BPP needs to come clean
on this. In the Financial closing
on March 31, 2020, how has this
been taken care of? What are
the Auditors doing???

Finally, the BPP has till date
made no attempt to recover
dues from those who have not
paid the Rs 750 hike since 2017,
in which case the BPP has to
refund each occupant who has
honestly paid the increased
service charge - an amount
calculated at the rate of Rs 750
per month, from 2017 to Aug
21. They may do so by writing
a letter requesting a legitimate
refund. The request serves as
an official document for refund.

There is no uniformity in the
system of rent collections since
start of pandemic, resulting
in loss of revenue. No proper
accounting systems are in
place. | am surprised how the
Auditors have not observed and
pointed this from 2017 till date!
There is no transparency and
Trustee Xerxes had promised in
his manifesto that accounting
will be transparent with nothing
hidden and anyone is free to
inspect books of accounts!!!

The BPP is in the red on account
of complete mismanagement
of funds. All 7 Trustees are
answerable for this mess and
should do so publicly through
this legitimate weekly.

Sarosh Yazad Our Keeper
And Protector Part - |

hura Mazda’s own angel,
Sarosh Yazad, protects
our mortal form and

our immortal souls, from birth
to divine judgement, after our
passing. We venerate Sarosh
Yazad as the voice of human
conscience and consciousness,
as He enables us to have a
Good Mind (Vohu Mano). The
name ‘Sarosh’ literally means
obedience, taken from the
Avesta root word ‘sru’,
meaning ‘to hear, to obey.’
The Sarosh Baj prayer refers
to Him as ‘Salar-l-Daman’,
meaning ‘The Commander of
The Creations in the Material
World’. Sarosh Yazad is a
‘Hamkar’, a co-worker of
Ardibhesht Ameshaspand.

We invoke His
presence in everyday
prayers (Farzyats) and,

several times in our rituals
and high liturgical ceremonies
like Yazashne, Visparad,
Vendidad and Nirangdin. He is
the one who guides and protects
us by interpreting our thoughts,
feelings and emotions through
our ‘Kharenangh’ (Khoreh
aura, glory) to help us attain the
grand goal of ‘Uru’ Spiritual
unfoldment.

He is the Yazata who hears
from God, communicates
to Man what he hears from
God and asks Man to obey

God’s message which he
communicates. Sarosh Yazad
ensures strict obedience

of the entire creation to
the laws of nature. He is
therefore called the leader
of the Creations (Saalaar-i-
daamaan) in the visible as well
as the invisible parts of the
whole Cosmos.

Ahura Mazda entrusted
Sarosh  Yazad with the
responsibility of protecting
the material world and human
beings, hence he presides
over our obedience to the
Divine Laws of the Mazdayasni
Zarthushti religion. The
powerful prayer ‘Yatha Ahu
Vairyo’ is the most potent
weapon of Sarosh Yazad.
Sarosh Yazad is connected
with the number 5, indicating
our 5 senses, which we should
use to live with obedience
only to Ahura Mazda and
observe the tenets and values

our glorious religion.

So how should we live
our lives to be in synchrony
with the virtues and the
workings of Sarosh Yazad?
A true Zoroastrian acquires
divine intuition, inspiration
and revelation from God
through Sarosh Yazad. Sarosh
Yazad guided Saoshyants, or
the benefactors for humanity,
like Shah Gayomard, Shah
Hoshang, Shah Tehmurasp,
Shah Jamshed, Shah Faredoon,
Shah Minocheher, Kae Kaus,
Kae Khushru and a pious
person named Hom, in their
ordained mission of life, to
first vanquish evil and then to
teach, establish and encourage
humanity to worship Ahura
Mazda, making the tenets,
rituals and prayers of the
Zarathushti religion their way
of life.

Sarosh Yazad is the prime
protector against all forms
of evil and He protects the
poor and needy as mentioned
in the Sarosh Yasht Vadi-
drighaoscha Driwyaoscha and
in the Sarosh Yasht-Hadokht-
drighum  thratotemo. The
phrases ‘Darshi draosh’ and
‘Shekaft zin zin awzaar’ in
the Sarosh Baj prayer relate
to the powerful weapon of
Ahunavar prayer possessed by
Sarosh Yazad. He is referred to
as tanu-manthra (incarnation
of words of prayers Manthra).
Therefore, he is invoked
by reciting the Sarosh Baj
immediately after the Kusti
ritual and Jasa Me Avanghe
Mazda. He holds a central
position in our Zoroastrian
religion. Since Sarosh Yazad
also looks after our soul,
we need his guidance and

protection for our soul all the
time. The rooster represents
Sarosh Yazad as it wakes up
people early to pray in order
to lead a righteous life.

Sarosh Yazad is entrusted
with the responsibility of
protecting us. It is through
Him that prophets and even
righteous men are inspired by
God. He protects the souls of
men both during the day and
during the night. He is the most
powerful Yazad against evil,
especially at night (Paschahu
frashmodaitim from Sarosh
Yasht - Vadi). His protection
can be asked for and wished
for at night by either praying
the short Nirang of the Sarosh
Yasht Vadi thrice or by saying
the words ‘Sarosh Yazad
Panahbad’, meaning, “May
Sarosh Yazad protect you,”
before going to bed. Hence,
the Nirang of the Sarosh Yasht
Vadi describes him as ‘Pasban’,
the protector. The words
‘Ahunem Vairim Tanum Paiti’
describe the Ahunavar prayer
as his weapon, with which he
protects our human body during
our lifetime and our souls,
after death.

Sarosh Yazad is the
protector of the souls of the
living as well as the dead.
He acts as the protector and
guide of the holy from birth
to ‘transition’. For this reason
religious ceremonies such
as ‘Sarosh-nu Patroo’, Baj,
Yazashne, Vendidad, etc. are
specially performed during the
first three days after death
during which the souls remain
under His protection from the
very day of birth down to death,
and even thereafter (Sarosh
Yast Vadi Nirang).

Nagpur’s Good Samaritan Khushroo Poacha
Launches ‘Oxygen Bank’ For Underprivileged

ast year, PT had reported how
\l Nagpur’s good Samaritan, Khushroo

Poacha, a Superintendent with
the Central Railway (CR)’s Commercial
Department (Nagpur), had hit upon a
successful strategy during the challenging
pandemic times, to feed thousands of
poor and needy. Without resorting to
support from any NGOs, donations, or
even opening a bank account, Poacha
used his goodwill and his contacts through
social media, to collect food and aid from
kind persons across the world.

In 2021, India has been suffocating
under the second wave of the novel
coronavirus pandemic, with the oxygen
crisis, as the Center and State Govts fall
short of liquid medical oxygen (LMO)
stocks to treat serious Covid-19 patients.
And once again, Nagpur’s Khushroo Poacha
has come up with a unique solution - an
‘Oxygen Bank’ - especially for the tribals,
urban poor and slumdwellers in the
Vidarbha towns.

“l witnessed the critical shortage of
oxygen, particularly in small hospitals in
moffussil areas with patients just dying
anywhere. | tried to help out those who
cannot afford oxygen concentrators or
cylinders, and there are even few who can
afford it but there’s no oxygen available in
the remote areas,” Poacha told IANS. He
issued a global SOS for oxygen through his
social media and charitable organisations
last month.

The first to respond were a 17-year-
old boy and 3 engineering students
who immediately donated 1 oxygen
concentrator each, but the pleasant
surprise came from ordinary Zoroastrians
(Parsis) in Abu Dhabi who crowd-funded
40 top-class Turkish oxygen concentrators
and airlifted them to Poacha! “This
was like a divine gift... | gave 6 oxygen
concentrators to Dr. Ashish Satav’s Mahaan
Hospital for exclusive use of the tribals
of the remote Melghat area of Amravati;
Another 6 for the jungle folk of Yavatmal;
and the rest are distributed as an ‘oxygen
loan’ to poorest people or slumdwellers in
Nagpur and other cities,” Poacha beamed.
The oxygen concentrators, each costing

around Rs 75,000, are easy-to-use, tough
workhorses and have functioned without
glitches and are helping save many people
breathe easily, absolutely free of cost.

Many patients need to remain on
oxygen through the recovery process for
at least a month but the underprivileged
are unable to afford this so they are kept
back in hospital, thus depriving other
needy patients of treatment. The Oxygen
Bank, billed as first of its kind in India,
instead of simply giving away the oxygen
concentrators, these will be rotated
among various tribals and poor patients
as required to ensure maximum reach.

“With the growing demand and
appeals from tribal belts in Chandrapur,
Gadchiroli, Gondia and Wardha, we now
seek another 60 oxygen concentrators
of similar quality for the recovered poor
tribals or slumdwellers,” Poacha shares.
This is indeed a unique concept and ensures
that the oxygen concentrators can be put
to use for multiple patients and avoids
wastage of resources in remote areas
of Vidarbha.

At the height of the first lockdown,
through his ‘Seva Kitchen’ initiative,
Poacha and his team of 1000 volunteers
collected and donated food or aid worth
nearly Rs 50 lakh via online appeals only.
Impressed by the feat, Chief Minister
Uddhav Thackeray called up Poacha the
next morning, while Railway Minister
Piyush Goyal proudly tweeted his
“railway family” member’s eye-
catching achievements the following
day.

“Till date we have given over
two million foodkits in Nagpur,
Wardha, Yavatmal, slumdwellers in
Mumbai and even Amreli in Gujarat,
with support from NGOs like Sant
Nirankari Seval Dal, Vasantrao
Naik Sheti Swavalamban Mission,
besides many silent or anonymous
philanthropists,” shared Poacha.

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Bombay HC Tells State To
Assure Adar Poonawalla’s Safety

n 1%t June, 2020,
the Bombay High
Court  directed the

Maharashtra government to
address security concerns raised
by Serum Institute of India’s
(SIl) CEO - Adar Poonawalla and
assure him of his safety on his
return to India from his current
stay in London, in the face of
alleged threats to him regarding
the supply of the Covishield
vaccine manufactured by SII.

In response to a petition seeking
Z-plus security for Adar Poonawalla,
filed by lawyer Datta Mane, a vacation
bench of Justices SS Shinde and Abhay
Ahuja stated that Adar Poonawalla
was doing great national service by
manufacturing the vaccine, and the
State Government’s highest functionaries
and top officials must personally speak
with him and assure him of his safety.

The Union Govt. had earlier granted
‘Y’ category security to Adar. The
petitioner, through his counsel, Pradip
Havnur, told the HC that as per news
reports, Poonawalla had been living
in fear due to constant threats and
pressure from politicians and some
‘powerful people’ demanding vaccine
doses on priority. This was the reason he
left for London, said Mane’s plea.

M’'tra State counsel, Deepak
Thakare, told the HC that the State had
already provided Y-category security to
Poonawalla, as per which, some CRPF
personnel and two gunmen from the
state police would remain available for
his security round-the-clock. He further
stated the State was taking stock of the
situation and would consider providing

Z-plus securlty as well upon his return
to India. The bench said that the State
must not consider the petition an
Adversarial Litigation.

Praising Adar Poonawalla’s efforts
as “doing a fabulous job” and “a great
service to the nation,” the HC added
that Poonawalla was now trying to
enhance the production of the vaccine.
“The court’s expectation is that someone
from the state government must speak
to him and assure him that all safety
arrangements will be made, and security
will be provided to him whenever he is
in Maharashtra... If Mr Poonawalla has
expressed any concerns, the state must
address them,” the court said.

The bench directed advocate
Thakare to speak to the state
government officials and convey the
court’s concerns. “Please speak to the
highest state functionaries, maybe the
state Home Minister, and assurance
must be given to him (Poonawalla)
from the top. They should talk to him
(Poonawalla) personally,” the HC said,
directing the State Govt to make a
statement before the HC on June 10
regarding the specifics of the security
provided to Adar Poonawalla.
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Centre Asks Gujarat HC For
Time Regarding Plea To Allow
Dokhmenashini For Covid Victims

n 27" May, 2021, the Central
Govt. asked the Gujarat High
Court for more time to file

its reply to the Parsi petition seeking
the right to perform Dokhmenashini

(customary burial) for Parsi/lrani
Zoroastrians who had succumbed to
Covid. Currently, community members
who have passed away due to Covid are
either buried or cremated.

The counsel for the Central Govt.
sought time to file the reply, citing the
reason that they hadn’t received the
copy of the plea. The State Govt.’s reply
will depend on the stand taken by the
Centre, which has been given time till
8t June, 2021, to file its reply. The case
will be heard in the Hight Court on 9
June, 2021.

The petition, filed by the Surat
Parsi Panchayat Board, cites the
lack of scientific evidence about the
transmission of Covid-19 from a corpse.
The court had earlier issued notices to
the Central Govt., State Govt., the Surat
Municipal Corporation and the Surat
Collector. As per the plea, authorities
were not allowing community members
to follow their religious right, which is

fully protected under the Constitution.
Instead, they were being forced to opt
for cremating or burying the bodies of
their dearly departed.

It further said, “Fire is considered an
agent of purity whereas the dead body
is considered impure in Zoroastrianism.
Therefore, disposal of dead bodies
through cremation is against the faith and
religious ethos of the Parsi Community.
Moreover, burial is not possible for the
reason that there is no burial ground
allocated to the community. Other
communities, such as Muslims and
Christians, do not allow others to use
their burial grounds.... Ground burial is
as sinful as cremation, since it pollutes
the ground and surroundings. Hence,
the only option available is cremation.
Disposal of their near and dear ones
through cremation or burial, due to
the misinterpretation of the present
government guidelines, has subjected
Parsis to immense emotional trauma.”

The Central Govt. guideline, as of
March 15, 2020, has maintained silence,
as regards the mode of disposal of Parsis
who died of Covid-19.
