a 3:2 majority, against the
stand that Noshir and | had
taken, which was in staunch
disagreement of postponing
elections.

My request to wait for
Trustee Xerxes Dastur to
cast his own vote went
unheeded and Chairperson
Tirandaz, instead, chose
to use her casting vote,
yet again playing up the
majority card.

Things had been coming
to a head for a while, and
this resolution seemed like
the last straw as it not
only denied the community
members their right to
vote, but was in violation
of the Court Orders.

Noshir proposed the
idea of a Hunger Strike and
we decided that this would
be the most peaceful and
honourable way forward to
voice our dissent against
the gross violation of the
due democratic process,
based on how the elections
were being unethically and
illegally postponed. We
hoped this would finally set
the ball rolling in the right
direction in the interests of
both - the community and
the BPP.

As a of this
genuine way forward, we
succeeded in convincing our
fellow Trustees to take the
next step and elections will
be held in March next year.
Though | had pushed for an
earlier date, so that the new
Board could start with the
auspicious Navroze on 21
March, that was not agreed
upon. All five trustees have
now unanimously agreed for
the elections to be held on
the 27t of March, 2022.

The end, in this case,
surely justifies the means.

It is now a matter of record
that all the trustees have
unanimously decided to act
in the interest of the trust
and the community. Simply
put, all is well, finally, at
the BPP Boardroom.

I would like to put
forth an important
criteria, as the Trustees
will now get into election
mode. | propose that a
partial Code of Conduct
be put into place. This
would also mean the
stoppage of any Sale of

Flats, with immediate
effect. Allotment of
houses for those in

genuine need and the
deserving, can continue,
in strict adherence to the
guidelines as laid out in
the Allotment Scheme,
till the year end - 31%
December, 2021. Post
this date, houses should
be allotted only on an
emergency basis, more as
an exception than a rule,
to ensure no foul-play.

he idiom, ‘might
Tis right’ has been

proven wrong by
many revolutionary leaders
and activists throughout
history. A minority of two
trustees on the Board of
the three hundred and fifty-
one-years old Bombay Parsi
Punchayet (BPP) also proved
this idiom wrong, on 20%
October, 2021.

Globally, nationally or at
BPP, sometimes power goes
to the head and those who
are powerful or in majority,
come to think and believe
that they can do as they
please to, wunchallenged,
even if their action is illegal,

unethical, immoral or
unjustified.

My colleague trustee,
Kersi Randeria and |

demanded that elections for
the two vacant seats on the
seven-member Board of BPP
should be held by December
2021, so that a full Board
of seven trustees can start
functioning at the start of
year 2022. Instead, just the
Chairman (exercising her
casting vote) and one trustee
(Viraf Dinshaw Mehta) passed
a Resolution on 12' October,
2021 that the elections
be postponed to October
2022! This was unbelievably
unacceptable!

Right Reaction to Wrong
Action: We have all known
since school days, Newton’s
Third Law of motion - “Every
Action has an equal and
opposite  Reaction”! The
absolutely illegal, unethical,
immoral and unacceptable
motion passed on part of
the two trustees called
for an equal and opposite
Reaction. The result of the
Reaction, in my opinion, has
been better than expected.
Although pushed to March
2022, the trustees now have
unanimously agreed to hold
elections for all seven seats
instead of just two seats.
The current Board had been

losing credibility and all
needed to resign!

The Genesis: Under the
High Court framed Scheme
of Elections, the funds,
assets and properties of the
BPP must be governed by a
duly elected Board of Seven
Trustees. The scheme
mandates that any vacancy
on the Board by death or by
resignation _must be filled
within _a period of ninety

days.

BPP Trustee, Zarir
Bhathena expired on 24"
June, 2021. Elections could
not be held to fill his vacancy
and an order was obtained
from the High Court to
postpone elections to fill
this vacancy by six months.
In the meantime, on 237
December, 2021, Chairman
Yazdi Desai tendered his
resignation after suffering a
massive stroke.

Now two vacancies had
to be filled and the Board of
five trustees unanimously
declared the date of elections
as 14" March 2021.

However, on 9% March,
2021, three trustees by
majority, and to the utter
disbelief and disappointment
of the community, decided
to postpone the elections
because they allegedly were
“concerned about the safety
of senior citizens”. This
of course was only a lame
excuse to delay elections.

On 20t and 21t March
(a week after the proposed
date of elections) there
was no lockdown and
senior citizens were out in
large numbers celebrating
Jamshedi Navroz! All places
of worship, restaurants and
clubs were packed with
senior citizens with walkers
and walking sticks from early
morning till late night.

The lockdown was
imposed much later. When
the lockdown was eased, new
excuses were invented like
‘no elections till everyone
is vaccinated’. When all
covid related excuses were
exhausted, clever, new

ploys were deployed to
delay elections. Suddenly
reducing term of office from
seven to five years became a
matter of grave concern and
urgency.

One must note that
reducing term of office was
not such a matter of grave
importance or urgency in
March or June 2021. Clearly
when the majority on the BPP
Board and external power
brokers ran out of covid
related excuses, like the
covid virus, the excuses were
mutated and new strains from
alpha and beta to theta and
omega were unleased.

Going to court for any
amendment of the scheme
meant waste of several
months and delay in
conducting elections for the
two vacant seats. To cut a
long story short, it became
apparent that the three
trustees in majority were
comfortable in their majority
and did not wish to unsettle
their ‘cozy nest’.
Revolutionary Reaction:
From the night of 12"
October to that of 15"
October, my colleague, Kersi
Randeria, and | pondered
over our helplessness as
elected trustees. | remember
winning the elections with
the highest number of votes
in October 2015. What was
passed on 12" October, 2021
was fundamentally WRONG.
My resigning on account
of the immoral and illegal
action was mocked and seen
as an opportunity for the
majority on the Board to
feel and become even more
strengthened.

Even four
this  wrong
just two trustees, the
community seemed silent
and indifferent. We knew
that something drastic and
revolutionary had to be done
to awaken the collective
conscience of the community

days after
action by

who had voted for the
trustees.
Fasting As Means OfF

Protest: Friday, 15" October,
2021, was Dussehra - the day

celebrating the victory of
right over wrong. We kept
reflecting on how to right
the wrong at BPP. | found
a reference to fasting as a
means of persuasion in the
Ramayana, when Ram left
for exile and his brother
Bharat tried stopping him
saying he would fast-unto-
death unless Ram changed
his mind. Ram had dissuaded
Bharat by citing the Shastras.
Centuries later, Jatin Das
and Bhagat Singh undertook
one of the longest fasts in
history, for 116 days, in
order to improve conditions
in which prisoners were held
in India. It ended with Jatin
Das’ death from starvation in
September 1929. The wave
of public sympathy set off
by his hunger strike forced
British jailers to concede
some demands for improving
the living conditions of
prisoners.

Thus, fasting as a means
of political protest, is an
age-old practice. Mahatma
Gandhi often said, “Fasting
is a potent weapon in the
satyagraha armoury.” He
himself used it to great
effect.

That was it. Kersi and |
decided to go on a hunger
fast from Monday 18%"
October, 2021. Detractors
called it ‘drama’, some
called it ‘emotional black
mail’ but most people
realized that we were
sincere. Our reaction to the
wrong action was selfless.
We could have decided to
simply record our dissent
and accept the wrong. But
that would have left me
emotionally distressed. |
would have seen myself as
a failure in discharging my
role as trustee to right the
wrong.

Overwhelming Response:
The community that seemed
silent  till Sunday, 17%
October, 2021 suddenly woke
up on the 18™, as | undertook
this exercise for the first
time in my sixty years of
life. Detractors said | would
be put on saline by Monday
afternoon. They did not
realize that our hunger to

right the wrong was greater
than our hunger for food and
we held on to my fast strictly
and with sincerity.

Hemal Ashar wrote in
Midday  newspaper: “In
Bollywood, we have actors
earning the label of ‘angry
young man’, in BPP we
may now have the ‘angry
and hungry man’.” | agree
| was angry. Angry about
the wrong action and even
more angry with my state of
helplessness on the Board.
| was, | am hungry and will
always remain hungry. Not
for power or for position,
but - and | speak for Kersi
too here - for justice and
restoring democracy, equity
and good governance on the
BPP Board.

| am delighted that the
silent community woke up.
353 Parsis came to the
BPP office and signed the
petition in person. Those
who came included doctors,
lawyers and many even drove
down from out of Mumbai to
stand in solidarity.

2,651 signed the online
petition.

Trustee Kersi Randeria
and a few others who joined
me in fasting from food
were a huge moral support. |
thank all those who stood in
solidarity with the cause.

Stay Alert And Awake: |
am glad that after several
rounds of discussion which
left me more exhausted than
my abstinence from food,
all five trustees came to a
common agreement. | see
hope where there was earlier
complete helplessness.

A battle has been won.
But the war is far from over.
The community needs to stay
awake and ensure that their
trust is not shortchanged
again. The community’s trust
in the trustees should not
betrayed ever again!

In UAE, the company also
offers meatless chicken, mince,
and meatballs in the plant-
based product category. “We
are doing some R&D on that
front and experimenting with
meatless products for India as
well,” he added.

The  pandemic  helped
accelerate online purchasing
of meat products as consumers
took to branded packaged
items and companies improved
their supplies and access
to the market. A report by
RedSeer earlier this year said
urban Indian shoppers are
increasingly taking to buying
meat online, largely driven by
the assurance of safety and
hygiene, availability of various
products under one umbrella,
doorstep service provided by
online meat providers. This
led to a two-fold jump in gross
merchandise value reported by
online meat players as mapped
by RedSeer during January-
December last year. In 2020,
online meat players saw a 10-
15% jump in average revenue
per user and reported a 10-
15% improvement in customer
retention.

he resolution passed by an unwarranted
Tma]ority vote (Chairperson Armaity Tirandaz

and Trustee Viraf Mehta), in last Tuesday’s
(12* October, 2021) BPP Board meeting, to yet
again postpone the BPP Elections (which have been
overdue for a year now) to October, 2022, did not sit
well with minority Trustees - Noshir Dadrawala and
Kersi Randeria. This resolution was passed in the
absence of Trustee Xerxes Dastur, with Chairperson
Tirandaz exercising her power to cast her additional
vote, thus resulting in a 3:2 majority, against the two
dissenting minority Trustees.

Strike, starting 18" October, 2021, as a peaceful
protest against the abject desecration of the due
democratic process, considering the constant
unethical and illegal postponement of BPP Elections.

While a mutual agreement to finally hold the
elections on March 27, 2022 was finally agreed upon
by all Trustees, on 20" October, 2022, it was indeed
heartening to see the community came together in
overwhelming support of the two Trustees who, at
the cost of their very health, were fighting to not
just restore the rights of the community members,
but also redeem the mission and the vision of the
350-year-plus apex institution, the BPP, itself.

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BPP Elections To Be Held On 27th March, 2022

- History-Making Hunger Strike Ushers Unanimous Trustees’ Decision -

n October 20%, 2021,
the Bombay  Parsi
Punchayet issued a

Press Release announcing the
end of the ongoing stalemate
between the Trustees, as
regards the BPP elections.
Trustee Noshir Dadrawala had
led a hunger fast, alongside
Trustee Kersi Randeria who
was also on a solids/food fast
in solidarity, calling for the
stoppage of the repetitive
postponement of BPP Elections
and to finalize a date to hold
the much-pending and overdue
BPP elections. This would be
the first time in the history of
the 350-plus year old BPP that
a hunger strike was held by
protesting Trustees.

The BPP Board, which is
to originally constitute seven
Trustees, has, since a year now,
only constituted five members,
post the passing of Trustee Zarir
Bhathena and the resignation
of Chairman Yazdi Desai. Undue
powerplay had set in since,
with Trustees Armaity Tirandaz,
Xerxes Dastur and Viraf Mehta
posing as the decision-making
majority, and Trustees Noshir
Dadrawala and Kersi Randeria
being the sidelined minority,
in all crucial decisions being
made by the apex body of the
community - the BPP.

Moreso, as per the BPP’s
Scheme of Elections framed by
the High Court, all funds and
assets owned by the BPP must

be governed by a duly elected
Board of Seven Trustees and any
vacancy on the Board (by death
or by resignation) must be filled
within a period of ninety days.

Since the two vacancies
took place in 2021, with Trustee
Bhathena’s death in June and
Chairman Desai’s resignation in
December - during the pandemic
and lockdown, the elections
could not be held within the
ninety-day stipulation and
the Board of five trustees
unanimously announced 14™
March, 2021 as the date of
elections. Here started the
saga of election-postponement,
which took place repeatedly,

for reasons which pointed
towards an alleged foul-play by
the majority Trustees, who it
seemed, were trying to retain
their majority-based position of
power, that could get disrupted
with the coming in of two more
trustees.

Frustrated with this
constant  postponement in
elections, and helpless against
the will of majority, Trustees
Noshir Dadrawala and Kersi
Randeria, decided to go on
a hunger fast, as a means of
non-violent, political protest,
starting 18" October, 2021,
alongside a couple of others
who also fasted as a show of

solidarity and support for this
cause.

This led to a couple of rounds
of discussions between both
Trustee factions of the BPP, but
finally on 20* October, 2021,
with the helpful intervention
of Berjis Desai, senior advisor
to the BPP Board, a mutual
agreement based on a set of
consent terms was reached by
all five Trustees.

The BPP press statement
shared on 20™ October, 2021,
shared:

“The five sitting trustees of
the Bombay Parsi Punchayet
unanimously are pleased

to inform members of the
community that they have
amicably and irrevocably
Resolved to file their Consent
before the Hon’ble High Court,
Mumbai.

Considering the fact that
the trustees have unanimously
arrived at an amicable solution,
members of the community are
requested to maintain decorum
and exercise restraint in their
comments on social media and
other forums.”

As per the Consent Terms
which were mutually agreed
upon, all the Trusiees have
agreed that elections for all 7
Trustees will be held on 27"
March, 2022. The Trustees
would also be filing a petition to
effectively amend the Election
Scheme to limit the term of
office of a Trustee to five years
(from the hitherto seven years
per term) and a maximum of
two terms during the lifetime of
a Trustee, as well as a suitable
mechanism to prevent frequent
mid-term elections.

In addition, the term of the
current five Trustees - Armaity
Tirandaz, Noshir Dadrawala,
Kersi Randeria, Viraf Mehta and
Xerxes Dastur. A final clause
also highlightis that the elections
would, under no circumstance
be delayed or extended in any
way unless its on account of
a government/municipality
ordered lockdown.

ome years ago, Zeenia
S started experiencing

severe pain throughout
her body. As her symptoms
worsened, she sought help from
numerous specialists, but no one could
diagnose her condition. “l was told they
didn’t know what was wrong with me;
the blood tests came back good, x-rays
and other scans were clear too. They kept
shuffling me to different specialists,” she
said, having consulted rheumatologists,
neurologists, orthopaedics, internists and
even blood specialists! But there was no
answer.

After over a year, she was finally
diagnosed with fibromyalgia, a chronic and
debilitating condition that causes severe
pain throughout the body. Fibromyalgia
is a condition that’s characterized by
widespread pain involving the muscles,
the joints, and in fact, any area of the
body. In addition to pain, individuals
with fibromyalgia often experience
fatigue, sleep issues and difficulties with
memory and concentration, among other
symptoms.

Fibromyalgia is one of the most
misunderstood and misdiagnosed
conditions these days. An increasing
number of patients suffering from
fibromyalgia find life getting very difficult
as nobody really seems to understand
their pain. Accounts of chronic pain
states and rheumatologic conditions -
those affecting the joints or connective
tissues - go way back. Theories on what
caused muscular rheumatism echoed
through lecture halls for nearly a century
— muscle spasms were the cause, or nerve
dysfunction, possibly muscular calluses —
until one took hold, that the condition
was due to inflammation of fibrous or
connective tissue in the muscles. As a
result, muscular rheumatism came to be
called “fibrositis” for the better part of
the twentieth century. Despite the widely
accepted description, the diagnosis
remained vague; the pathological findings
inconsistent or non-existent. And soon
another theory added to the confusion
- that fibrositis was rooted in the psyche
(psychological).

Now functional imaging allows
scientists to look at how different areas
of the brain function when people are
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given painful stimuli. What they found
is that for the same amount of damage
or inflammation in the peripheral
tissues, a fibromyalgia patient would
feel significantly more pain than the
average person. Surprisingly, patients
with fibromyalgia can also experience
pain throughout their entire body even
without any damage or inflammation
of the peripheral tissues. Pain is always
a subjective matter, but everything
that we can measure about the pain in
fibromyalgia shows that it is real. Thus,
the belief that fibromyalgia is purely
psychological is a misconception.

While the presence of tender poinis
(painful on touch) is no longer the gold
standard to diagnose fibromyalgia, it's
still very important in functional diagnosis.
There are 18 tender points (refer diagram)
throughout the body, each about the size of
a new one-rupee coin. Fibromyaigia tender
points are located in clusters on both sides
of the body, both above and below the
waist. These clusters are located around
the neck, chest, shoulders, elbows, hips
and knees.

For a point to be considered tender,
the spot should produce localized pain
when pressed on with enough pressure.
A point that tests positive for tenderness
would be painful only on the exact spot
where pressed. One of the defining
characteristics of fibromyalgia is that the
pain is usually flirting in nature. It may
come and go, move around, or vary widely
in intensity from day to day. At home, you
might have tenderness in all 18 tender
points. Next day in the physiotherapist’s
clinic, you may only have tenderness in
three of them. Over the years, many
with fibromyalgia have gone undiagnosed
because they didn’t have tenderness in 11
spots at the time of their physical exam.

A tender point test is still a very
helpful guidepost for physiotherapists,
but expanding the diagnostic criteria
has helped more people getting the right
diagnosis. People with fibromyalgia are
typically more concerned about full-
body aches and general tenderness than
specific tender spots.
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Moving; Pain during
handshakes and hugs;
and Painful knots in
your muscles. These

painful knots are
often myofascial
trigger points. Trigger
points are hard,

knotty lumps that form in taut muscles.
Unlike tender points, which produce only
localized pain, trigger points produce
both localized and referred pain. Referred
pain feels like it shoots or radiates to a
different part of your body. Trigger points
are far more common in people with
fibromyalgia than they are among the
general population. However, anyone can
develop them.

There’s a chronic  widespread
pain condition called myofascial pain
syndrome. It involves chronic trigger point
pain. Myofascial pain syndrome can coexist
with fibromyalgia. It’s now understood

that much of the neck and shoulder pain
that people with fibromyalgia experience
is caused by trigger points, not tender
points. This is good news, because there
are several treatments for trigger point
pain available with your physiotherapist.

Research supports two types of
therapeutic massage that significantly
help women with fibromyalgia. Manual
lymph drainage therapy is a massage
technique that moves fluid away from
areas where lymph vessels are blocked or
damaged. Connective tissue massage is an
intense massage technique that focuses
on manipulating myofascial tissue. Both
techniques lessen pain, improve quality
of life, and increase pain thresholds.
Other forms of myofascial release and
mobilisation techniques are immensely
beneficial.

As for Zeenia, maintaining a positive
attitude and acknowledging the disease
has helped her immensely. Regular
sessions of physiotherapy involving
myofascial release and soft tissue
mobilisation has helped her with a near
normal life.
