n Zoroastrianism, there
]are 7 Amesha Spentas,

bounteous immortals, each
having a benevolent quality and
a responsibility of overlooking
each of the wonderful creations
of God. This heptad (set of
seven) is also considered as the
seven steps or commandments,
which when followed, benefits
individuals and collectively -
us all, to bring about progress
in improving ourselves and
others, in terms of physical and
emotional health, as also prosperity and
happiness.

The first Amesha Spenta is Spenta
Mainyu, the beneficent spirit. The
quality is innate Wisdom/God’s will and
the creation looked after/represents is
Human Beings. Hence, it is important
that we realize God’s will by connecting
ourselves with our superconscious
through meditative prayers and caring
for each other through wisdom.

The second Amesha Spenta is Vohu
Manah - the good mind or the rational
mind, which helps us make all our
decisions. The creation being looked
after is Animals. It is important that we
use our good minds to further goodness
in this world and also take care of
animals. This tradition affects our
environment and us - the output is in
direct proportion to the inputs “Garbage
in garbage out” what food you eat
affects our (mental and physical health)
thinking and disposition to a very great
extent.

God gave us dominion over animals
to take care of them, not harm them.
Factory farming of animals creates more
fossil fuels, pollutes our environment,
and depletes natural resources more
than any other industry. Hence, it
is important that we transition to a
healthy, plant-based diet that is good for
our health and our environment.

The third Amesha Spenta - Asha
Vahishta - looks after/represents Fire,
which is the purest form of energy that
is present in all living beings and the
physical manifestation of that energy
is the holy fire that we can physically

see. It also represents the energy that is
not visible to the human eye. Possessing
the qualities of righteousness, truth,
and order. It is important that we use
renewable energy from natural and
clean sources like Sun and Wind. It is
also essential that we follow the path
of righteousness by practicing truth and
orderliness in our lives to bring about
peace and happiness.

The fourth beneficent spirit is
Kshthravairya which looks after the sky
and metals. The quality possessed is of
moral strength, power, and conviction.
Here, we learn to care for birds who fly;
and we also make the best use of metal
objects. A knife in a surgeon’s hands can
save a life and in a murderer’s hands can
end a life. Kshthravairya helps us not to
dive up; when you are treading the path
of righteousness, you are bound to come
across a lot of obstacles and distractions,
and you need to gather courage, moral
strength and conviction to overcome
those obstacles and distractions.

The fifth is Spenta Armaiti - she looks
after Mother Earth and has the qualities
of holy piety, devotion, and love. Hence,
it is crucial that we take care of our
Mother Earth in the most loving way,
and be devoted to the cause of taking
care of our environment, and also invest
feelings of love in all our work that we
do on a daily basis.

Then we have the 6th step Haurvatat
or perfection - She presides over the
waters. We need to conserve water by
reducing our use of natural resources,
which are becoming scarce. Also, we
must be mindful to not pollute water
by using less plastic and more reusable
items. Only about 10% of recyclable

items around the world are recycled,
the rest use landfills and eventually
make their way into bodies of water,
which is extremely harmful to marine
life. The last of the heptad is Ameretat,
who oversees the Plant kingdom and
possesses the quality of immortality or
long life. And that what is righteous will
be remembered for long.

Thus, we become immortal through
thinking good thoughts, speaking good
words, and performing good deeds
wherever we go. Our thoughts, words,
and deeds affect not only ourselves, but
the entire universe. We are as much a
part of the universe as the universe is
a part of us because God’'s energy is
present in all living beings and we all are
made in the image of God. Until about
2 years ago, not many of us did not
realize the importance of the air that
we breathe and the fact that Plants give
us this life-sustaining force throughout
our lives. We took this for granted. Our
lives depend on plants, hence we need
to grow more plants (mainly trees).
Furthermore, we must take care of our
environment - with the 7 Ameshaspands
in mind, as mentioned before - to revive
our planet and secure the future for
denerations to come.

THE PLEDGE TO MAKE HEAVEN ON
EARTH:

How about we make a pledge today to
learn, practice and imbibe the qualities of
these Amesha Spentas in our lives, namely
the Wisdom, the higher consciousness,
the superintelligence, the righteousness
and order, the moral strength, the holy
piety/devotion/love, Perfection and
good deeds... all that would be helpful
for our future generations! And also let
us make a sincere effort to take better

care of our environment and each other.
Thus, we can create Heaven on Earth,
starting now!

The Importance OfFf Nature |In
Zoroastrianism: Nature is an integral
part of our Zoroastrian religion, we
revere all the elements of our nature,
and what we revere, we may use, but
we must never misuse it or abuse it.
Today what we know as ecology was
taught to us by our prophet Zarathushtra
thousands of years ago to take care
of our environment. There are many
prayers and rituals dedicated to nature.
One of them - the Jashan ceremony -
strengthens the particular element of
nature that we pray to and also invokes
the blessings of the divinity in charge of
that particular element.

Jashan is a Pahlavi (old Persian) word
that has its genesis from an Avestan
word Yasna, which means religious
service. In the Jashan ceremony, the
representatives of the seven Amesha
Spentas - the bounteous immortals,
the deputies of Dadar Ahura Mazda
are present: Spenta Mainyu, who looks
after mankind is represented by the
priests; Bahman Amshashpand or Vohu
Manah - the Good Mind, who looks after
the animal kingdom is represented
by milk; Asha Vahishta or Ardibehesht
Amshashpand looks after the fire and
energy and are represented by fire;
Kshthra Vairya or Sherevar Amhashpand
looks after the sky, and all the minerals
and metals and is represented by all the
metal elements in the ceremony; Spenta
Armaiti or Spandarmad Amshashpand,
who looks after Mother Earth, is
represented by the earth on which we sit
and perform the ceremony; Haurvatat or
Khordad Amshashpand, who looks after
the waters is represented by the beaker
of water placed in the ceremony; and
Ameretat or Amardad Amshashpand,
who looks after the Plant kingdom, is
represented by the fruits and flowers
placed in the Jashan ceremony.

God’s energy is present in all living
beings and the physical manifestation
of that energy is the holy fire. Fire is a
very important element in Zoroastrian
religion and it is present in all our
ceremonies and rituals, the holy fire
is also considered as a receiver and a
transmitter, who receives the energy
from the spirit world and transmits to
His devotees who are present.

Player Freshtohome On
Offline Expansion Spree

nline meat
delivery platform
FreshToHome

is on a rapid expansion
overdrive with plans to
add 70 outlets by the
end of this year to take
its offline store count
above 100 across India.
Having entered the offline
journey  nine  months
back, FreshToHome plans
to aggressively tap the
traditional channel.

“We have seen a pattern
that in areas where our offline
stores are operational, the
growth in online sales has

jumped by six-seven times.
We see offline as a big enabler
for our online revenue,” said
Shan Kadavil, Co-founder and
CEO, FreshToHome, which is
currently present in 56 towns
and cities. The company is

homing in on metros like
Bengaluru, Chennai, Mumbai
and Delhi. It also plans to

launch three stores in the UAE
as it draws 10% of its revenue
from international operations.
The average size of the new
stores will be 300-400 square
feet, while the company also
plans a few large-format,
1,500-square-feet outlets.

In step with its plans for a
wider footprint, the company
has lined up a host of new
products. “We plan to launch by
December clean label ‘ready-
to-cook products’ which have
no preservatives and chemicals.
The range has been introduced

in Dubai,” said Kadavil. It will

launch 15-20 stock keeping
units under this category. The
ready-to-eat and ready-to-
cook segments of the product
line contribute about 5% to its
sales. The company plans to
jack it up to 15-20%. According
to Kadavil, ready-to-cook
and ready-to-eat meat form
a S1-billion segment. “It has
high return on investment and
younger consumers particularly
are going for this category.”

The company has tied up
with modern trade stores like
EasyDay and More Hypermarket
to roll out its ready-to-cook
and ready-to-eat products.
FreshToHome is present in
about 50 outlets and plans to
launch these products in 100-
200 stores. A report by RedSeer
Analytics in March pegged that
the meat market is expected
to reach $80-85 billion by 2024
and is up for disruption by
branded players, while online
meat delivery grew 2.5-3 times
during January-September
2020.

Launched in 2015,
FreshToHome sources meat
and fish directly from livestock
farmers and fishermen and then
supplies fresh produce at mass-
market prices in the UAE and all
major Indian markets, including
Delhi/NCR, Bangalore, Mumbai,
Pune, Kerala and Tamil Nadu.
The company which competes
with players like Licious,
Zappfresh and TenderCuts,
claims it has an annual revenue
of Rs 1,000 crore and processes
about 1.5 million orders a
month. It has raised 5154
million in funding till date as
to last year when it had raised
$121 million in Series C round
funding.

Parsi Trust Sells Sea-facing Bandra Property For Rs. 350 cr.

Parsi trust has sold its prime,
Asea-facing bungalow property

at Bandra Bandstand to a
developer for Rs 350 crore. In late
October, Imperial Infra, a Boman Irani-
led Rustomjee Group firm, concluded
the sale agreement with the Bandra Parsi
Convalescent Home Trust for the 1-acre
plot near Taj Land’s End Hotel, reports
Nauzer K Bharucha.

The trust has received Rs 234 crore
from the sale with part of proceeds
going to the suburban collector as
collector’s fee. The trust will get back
a built-up area of 12,000 sqft free of
cost when the builder redevelops the
land. Rustomjee is reportedly planning a
luxury residential tower there.

Realty Deal Makes Parsi Trust Richer
Than Bpp In Corpus: The deal for the
property of the Bandra Parsi Convalescent
Home Trust was registered a few days
ago and around Rs 17 crore was paid as
stamp duty. The trust had invited bids
in 2019, but it took two years to finally
conclude the deal because of the Covid-
induced lockdown. There were only three
bidders, of whom one was disqualified.
The two that remained in the race were
Rustomjee and Runwal Developers,
whose offer was just over Rs 100
crore.

The land deal makes the Bandra
Parsi trust now richer than the Bombay
Parsi Punchayat (BPP) in terms of
corpus. Although the BPP controls
land and buildings worth thousands

of crores, its corpus is just about
Rs 117 crore.
The plot currently contains a

dilapidated early 20th century bungalow,
which was once used as a convalescence
home for poor women and children
from the Parsi community. It shut
down around 15 years ago due to poor
occupancy.

Lats week, the trustees said the
annual interest earned from the money
will be used to expand the trust’s charity
work for the Parsi Irani community. The
trust currently provides medical help and
funds for education and amelioration of

poverty.

The decision tosell the prime property
was also due to the high ground rent
charged by the collector, who increased
it from Rs 4,600 a year to Rs 16 lakh. The
trust found it “unaffordable”. Property
market sources said the entire Bandra
seafront will open up for construction
and redevelopment with the stringent
Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) norms
recently diluted. “Builders will now get
more floor space index (FSI) to develop
plots near the coastline,” they said. The

earlier CRZ rules allowed only restricted
construction up to 500 metres from the
high tide line.

The Bandra convalescent home for
Parsis was started in 1903 by social worker
Shirinbai Mancherji Cama. After being
widowed at a very young age, Cama
dedicated the rest of her life to public
service and community service true to
her motto: ‘To serve one’s people is to
serve God’. “She toiled night and day
for it and considered all in the home as
her children. She devoted her attention
like a mother for their care, happiness
and medical treatment. Sir Dorab
Tata donated Rs 50,000, from which
she bought Jalbhai Sett’s bungalow at
Bandra,” said the Parsi historian Marzban

Giara. Bai Avabai Faramji Petit, too, had
donated Rs 1,500 to purchase furniture
for the home.

“The chief aim of this home was to
restore the health of poor and weak
women desirous of maintaining their
family rather than depending on others,
but due to poor physique unable to do
so. The objective was to empower them
so that they could lead an industrious
and useful life,” Giara said.

In 1932, Shirinbai started another
Convalescent Home for Poor Parsi Men
and Boys at Bandstand in a bungalow
called Sea Breeze. This home is still
functional.

Veteran Foothall Commentator Novy Kapadia Passes Away

evered widely as an
authority on Indian
football, veteran

commentator and former
Delhi University professor,
Novy Kapadia, passed away on
18" November, 2021, at the
age of 67, after a prolonged
illness. He is not survived by
any immediate family member
after the death of his sister.
The eminent football expert
and author had covered
nine FIFA World Cups. He
was involved in commentary
for decades, even beyond
football, having been part of
the Olympics, Asian Games,
Commonwealth Games and
other multi-sport events.

Known for his soft-spoken
nature, Novy Kapadia had
been on the ventilator over
the last month; he had been
suffering from a motor neurone
disease, a rare condition
that causes the nerves in
the spine and brain to lose
function over time. Rendered
immobile because of the
condition, he was confined
to his house for the last two
years. Kapadia was left bed-

ridden for the last couple of
years and was most recently
in the news due to issues with
his pension, prompting former
Sports Minister Kiren Rijiju
to intervene and provide a
financial aid of Rs 4 lakh.

Kapadia, who founded the
Ashoka Club and played active

; el ud

football in the local league,
was held in high esteem by
the players, officials, scribes
and everyone else associated
with Indian football and
beyond. He was sought
after for his knowledge and
experience in the sport and it
is encapsulated in his seminal
book, ‘Barefoot To Boots, The

Many Lives Of Indian Football’.
He also authored ‘The
Football Fanatic’s Essential
Guide Book’, in 2014.

Besides his involvement in
sports, Kapadia was a former
professor at SGTB Khalsa
College, Delhi University. He
was Deputy Proctor of the
university from 2003-2010.
The Indian football fraternity
was distressed by the news of
the passing of Kapadia, who
was often referred to as the
‘voice of Indian football’. Top
clubs including Bengaluru FC,
ATK Mohun Bagan, Football
Delhi and Kerala Blasters
expressed their shock and
sadness, calling it a massive
loss for Indian football.

“We are saddened
by the demise of Novy
Kapadia, eminent journalist,
commentator, and football
pundit. May his contribution
shine through everyone he has
touched through his coverage
of Indian Football,” the All
India Football Federation
tweeted.

Extolling Kapadia’s
achievements and
commitment to the game,
Football Delhi President, Shaji
Prabhakaran, said, “Novy
Kapadia made an unparallel
contribution to football in
Delhi, he represented Delhi
State Team in the Junior
National Championship and
played in the Delhi league
for many years... Novy was a
legend in many respects, his
passion and dedication for
football can’t be expressed in
words. Indian football has lost
a legend, who was married to
football and his connection
with football was very deep
rooted... | haven't come across
a second person in Indian
football who commanded such
an authority and respect.
Novy was our inspiration, his
writing, commenting, expert
opinions, etc were greatly
inspiring to each of us in
Indian football. His departure
is a big loss for Delhi football
in particular.” In Kapadia's
memory, Football Delhi will
hold a prayer meeting at the
Ambedkar Stadium on Monday,

ocialising your pup at
Sthe correct age can help

it to grow into a happy,
confident, adult dog.

Romila thought she was the
perfect puppy owner. She had
brought up her six-month-old
Golden Retriever - Tango, with
plenty of love, discipline and
protected him from all harm.
As per the vet’s suggestion,
she fed him the perfect diet, :
kept him isolated till his inoculations
were complete and made sure he didn’t
interact with large dogs, in case one of
them bit him.

It came as a surprise to her then when
she took Tango for a walk to a park one
day and he barked at the kids playing.
When she forced him to interact, he
bared his teeth at a little girl! Tango was
a relatively friendly dog at home, she
complained - then why did he behave in
this uncertain manner? Wasn’t a Goldie
supposed to be friendly around all
humans? What was wrong with the puppy
then? On consulting a canine behaviour
counsellor, Romila was astonished to

learn that her ‘perfect upbringing’ had
a few flaws. One of her mistakes was to
isolate the puppy at the critical stage
of socialisation. All puppies go through
a crucial phase of learning, roughly
between five
weeks to four
months. At this
age, the dog’s
mind is primed
to learn to

accept new
experiences.
Dogs that

miss out on
this crucial

often

up as fearful
dogs that are afrald of new people,
experiences or even places.

Interestingly, the mother starts off
the socialisation process by rejecting
her puppies as they grow older. This
forces them to interact with others
and make friends. A mother that is too
protective and constantly panders to the
PUppy’s demands, risks making her pups
dependent on her - thus causing them
immeasurable harm in the long run.

a0t R

Puppies that are raised in isolation, such
as in a garage, an isolated dog kennel,
or even an empty room, have little
exposure to humans or other dogs and
often end up with behavioural problems.
When the puppy arrives at your home,
it is imperative for you to continue the
process the mother commenced.

Socialising a puppy involves
teaching it how to behave in a
socially acceptable manner
with  other  people
and animals. Many
pet owners and

trainers
mistakenly  believe
that by taking a dog to

place where there are dogs or
people will help socialise the
pup. In truth, good social skills
need to be taught - a pup
must learn to enjoy the

company of people, “
other dogs and being
comfortable in different places
and situations.

Unfortunately, the socialisation
period coincides with the inoculation
period; most vets will insist you
barricade your puppy at home and
forbid it from meeting strangers and
other dogs - their reasons centre on the
vaccination status and the potential
for the puppy acquiring a fatal disease.
While we must be very careful with our
pups at this time, it is also important to
note that research done in USA shelters
reveal that more puppies are destroyed
before their second birthday due to
behaviour problems stemming from
a lack of socialisation at the correct
age, than those that die of vaccination-
related diseases. This has led most vets
to agree to the importance of careful
socialisation of a young pup. Remember,
the onus of teaching a puppy how to
behave and accept new people and
situations lies on the owner. A good
owner will ensure he does as much as
possible to ensure that his puppy grows
into a friendly and confident dog.

SOCIALISING YOUR PUPPY
There is no hard and fast rule to
socialising your puppy. Keep in mind
that you want to expose it to as many
different places, environments, people
and animals but all in a controlled
manner under pleasant circumstances
and with positive consequences.
. Take each step slowly and if
at all you notice your puppy
getting nervous or unhappy,
it is best to remove it from
the situation rather than
forcing it to face its fears
- that’s not what good
socialisation is about.

We often make the mistake
of omitting this vital group
of people from the puppy’s
socialisation programme
only to end up with an adult
dog that barks suspiciously
when a person delivers a
parcel!

Going Places: In the first few
weeks of your puppy’s life, take
it to as many different places
as possible - a children’s park,
a teen sleepover party, a fish
bazaar, a crowded streets, a
football game, a festive fair,
a mall, a beach, camping...
be as creative as you can. Let
your pup take in the sights,
sounds and smells in a new
place and wait till he’s relaxed
and comfortable in that
environment before rewarding
him with treats, praise or even
a game with a toy. If he spooks
at something, you may choose
to wait in that place for a while
or remove the puppy to a safer,
quieter spot and reintroduce
him to it later, depending on
the level of fear he exhibits.

Meeting Dogs: Dog owners feel
that their dogs and puppies
needs to play with its own
species or is missing out on
canine interaction. Allowing
your dog to play rough or rowdy
games with another dog can
actually contribute towards
making it an aggressive dog. If
you know calm, friendly adult
dogs which are up-to-date on
their vaccination shots, allow
your pup to interact with them
under close supervision. Do not
allow your pup to play rough,
nip, irritate the older dog or
basically do anything to the
adult in play that will get him
into trouble if he tries it with
other dogs when he gets older.
It is your role to teach him
acceptable and unacceptable
behaviour. A sensible, mature
dog will have a great influence
on your pup’s developing play
behaviour around other dogs as
well.

Socialising a dog may sound
like a lot of hard work, but it
really is about having fun with
your dog and encouraging
him to view the world as a
wonderful place. Investing a
bit of time and effort into your
puppy when it is young, will
reap rewards when the dog
is older. A well socialised dog
is fun to be around, welcome
everywhere and is a happy
confident dog that will make
the most of life!
