Vote Bank Politics Hits New Low With Latest
‘LICENSEE TO TENANT’ Eyewash

“Ullu Banavano Time Pacho Ayo...
...Resolution Passed - Ave Sapna Joya Karo!”

t is election season in our community. And it
is raining false promises, as always.

Over the last few years, many Trustees
have come before the community and promised
the moon... and like all good politicians worth
their salt, conveniently forgotten their promises...
up until it’s time for elections again.

A few standard promises include providing
“Old Age Homes”; “Schemes for our Youth and
Dasturjis”; and most importantly “Housing the
poor and middle-class needy and deserving”.

Then, in the last few years, a new “Promise”
was found - and made with a lot of gusto!

“TENANCY” - they screamed! We will make
you tenants!!

And the community fell for it. Hook, line and
sinker!

Nobody questioned previous politicians when
they gave away tenancy to friends and relatives,
but denied tenancy to Rusi, Pesi, Hosi or to
Alamai, Colamai and Pillamai - our everyday
Parsi aam aadmi.

We still believed the Trustees, and especially
put our faith in the Majority trio... for hope
springs eternal and we are a gentle, peace loving
but sadly gullible, nay - extremely gullible,
community.

And for many years they hoped the community
had forgotten these Jhoomlas (false promises)
and brazenly carried on looking after their
friends and relatives, and of course, the rich of
the community.

Normally, at election time, it would have
been the usual and extremely popular, “we will
wipe the tears from your eyes” and/or “by the
time my term ends every Parsi Irani Zarthosti will
be housed”.

But this time around, this popular lie will not
work, at least not as well as it usually did. For
the consistent ‘DISSENT’ raised by one Trustee
(Randeria) and printed below every auction
notice for sale of houses focused the attention
of the community on the reality - FREE HOUSES
ARE SPOKEN ABOUT ONLY AT ELECTION TIME
(AND A FEW ARE EVEN ALLOTTED CLOSE TO
THE ELECTIONS) - THE OTHERS ARE “SOLD” TO
THEIR “FRIENDS, RELATIVES AND THE RICH”.

Hence, the “Tenancy” promise.

Six months ago, (as per Trustee Viraf Mehta)

Viraf Mehta put the item on the agenda - and....
nothing happened! Six months of radio silence.

And now suddenly, thanks to events outside
the control of the majority Trustees, the elections
appear to be around the corner. This, despite
their darndest efforts to stall the elections,
where our so-called Chairperson - Armaity
Tirandaz and Viraf (just two Trustees) passed a
resolution (using the Chairman’s casting vote),
to postpone the elections to October 2022.

However, events took on a life of their
own - protests, hunger strikes and more than
6,000 community members signing a petition,
demanding that elections be held immediately
- culminated in a challenge to the “Majority”"in
the High Court.

Justice has often been blamed for being
slow and painful. But not this time!
This time around, the community
was fortunate. The matter came up
before a bench headed by a Parsi
judge - Justice Kathawalla - one of the
most respected judges in the Bombay
High Court. Additionally, he is also
extremely well-informed about what
goes on in the community.

Further, two extremely respected
jurists - Darius Khambata and Berjis
Desai - came forward with some
proposals which the Trustees discussed

in great detail, made changes to,
added and deleted clauses and
thereafter, unanimously put forward
to the Hon’ble High Court, a revised
scheme retaining the good from the
old scheme and adding relevant and
progressive new clauses.

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Para No 6 (of the opinion): “The short point on
which our opinion is sought is whether there is
any impediment in law in converting the existing
Leave and Licensee into monthly tenancies so
that all beneficiaries of the trust enjoy the same
benefit under a single class”
The “opinion” is given in Para 7 - which states
that there is no impediment into converting
Leave and Licenses into monthly tenancy. Here
are the steps to be followed as per the “opinion™:
a) Mutually agree to terminate Leave and
License and enter into tenancy agreement
b) Pay stamp duty, registration charges and
register the tenancy agreement

SIMPLE! You do not need a legal opinion to know
this.

But the catch is in the next two lines, which
read as under:

“The Licensee would write to the BPP asking
them to treat his deposit as a donation to the
BPP. Alternatively, the amount of the deposit
would be treated as a premium for the lease.”

Therefore, what is immediately evident is that
the opinion given in para 7 is focused on the
rich who have given deposits - not Alamai,
Colamai, Pillamai, Pesi, Hosi or Rusi!

What is also obvious is that this hastily received
“legal opinion” is nothing but a sham and the
benefits if any would only accrue to the rich.

Let us examine the facts:

This “opinion” is received SIX AND A HALF
YEARS after Viraf Mehta became a Trustee

The Trust has not asked for this opinion and
allegedly, even Armaity and Xerxes were
shocked when this “opinion” was dumped on
their table.

Any opinion is only as good as the Queries
raised - and the “query” that was raised was
raised in a manner that only warranted a
superficial opinion as this one, without going
into the total legality of the proposal.

Trustee Viraf Mehta has claimed that this item
was on the agenda for the last six months. It
is therefore critical to note that the Query
was raised, after SIX MONTHS on 1st February
2022 and the “opinion” was given on 14th
February 2022!

process to be prescribed including payment of
stamp duty, registration and their statutory
charges as also the consent to convert the
interest free refundable security deposit into
a deemed donation to the Trust, and upon the
valid exercise of such option, such licensee
will become a monthly contractual tenant of

are telling you that they have “passed” a
resolution, they are qualifying it by saying
they need a legal opinion! Strange, is it not?
Considering that the whole Jhumla is based on
the legal opinion of a Senior Partner of Mulla
and Mulla, Solicitor Jehangir Mistry (as per
the WhatsApp being circulated). Or do they
not trust his opinion? Or, more importantly
and more possibly, the “opinion” has not
addressed all the issues?

AND now the two important, nay critical
points, you need to note:

a) You have to undertake and give consent
to “convert” your Deposit into a Donation

S0, 85% of the beneficiaries WILL NOT BE ABLE
TO ‘CONVERT THEIR LICENSES TO TENANCIES.
BUT THE RICH WOULD!

So, the fact remains that despite all the hue-and-
cry, this is nothing but a Jhumla - a political stunt
- an attempt to win your votes with yet another lie.

Knowing full well that they will not be able to
‘implement’ this deliberately flawed resolution
by quoting the Election Code Of Conduct, they
‘passed’ this ‘resolution’ in the dying moments
of their term.

The Mithra
temples were always an
underground cave, featuring a
relief of Mithras killing the bull.
Many scholars believe that this
is related to cosmic astronomy,
where the bull represents

the constellation of Taurus.

Sanskrit  Mitra: Avestan
Mithra finds an echo in the
Sanskrit word ‘Mitra’, which
means friend. The equivalent
of Mithra in the Hebrew
tradition would be Micha-el or
the later Archangel Michal of
the New Testament, who leads
God’s army in war against the
forces of Satan.

Mithra or Meher Yazata is
a loving friend to all those
who lead a truthful life with
integrity. Perhaps this may
have inspired Darius the Great
to inscribe at Nagsh-e-Rustom

(near Shiraz in lIran), “l am
a friend of the right; to the
wrong | am not a friend. It is
not my wish that the weak
should have harm done to him
by the strong, nor is it my wish
that the strong should have
harm done to him by the weak.
What is right is my desire. To
the man who is a follower of
the lie | am not a friend.”

Embodiment of Integrity:
Speaking the truth is the
foremost Zoroastrian virtue. But
integrity is also about keeping
one’s word, commitment and
promise. One may be truthful
in word but integrity requires
action. Integrity is about
following one’s moral or ethical
convictions and doing what is
right under all circumstances -
even if no one is watching. Every
day, we all have opportunities
to demonstrate integrity and to
be true to ourselves.

For a Zoroastrian, truth and
integrity are prime virtues.
During the reign of Shahpur Il
(309-378 A.D.) the High Priest -
Adurbad e Mahraspand, issued
several admonitions - the
foremost being, “do not lie”
and “always keep your word or
promise”.

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NCM Member Kersi Debhoo Discusses Important Community Issues

he offices of Mulla
& Mulla & Craigie
Blunt & Caroe

were the apt location for
respected members of the
community to meet with
Kersi  Kaikhushroo  Deboo
- Member of the National
Commission for Minorities
(NCM) representing the Parsi/
Irani Zoroastrian community
in India, to discuss issues
that were of prime concern
to the community. Eminent
community personalities also
present included Advocate
Burjor Antia, Advocate Neville
Deboo, Dinshaw Tamboly
Chairman - WZO Trusts, Er.
Dr. Ramiyar Parvez Karanjia

Principal of the Dadar
Athornan Institute; Hoshaang
Gotla - Founder, XYZ; Mr.
Daruwalla and representatives
of the Parsi press.

Kersi Deboo addressed
all present and said that as
a Member of the National
Commission for Minorities
representing the Zoroastrians,
his prime focus would be
on addressing the following
three issues:

« Protecting and securing
properties/lands - owned
by various Paris Trusts -
from encroachment;

« Getting Reservations for
Parsi students in Parsi-
endowed Schools, Colleges
and Universities; and

« Concerns of the dwindling
population of Zoroastrians

He spoke of land parcels in
Kudiana, Diu and Bhagwa Gam,
in Gujarat, which were facing
issues of encroachment. As
our sacred Doongerwadi
lands in Kudiana, Surat,
face the threat of possible
encroachment, Kersi Deboo
is working towards defining
the boundary and fencing the
same, in order to protect the
same.

He shared that his aim was
to demand at least 2 seats
to be reserved for Parsis in

the institutions that have
been endowed by Parsis, like
The Grant Medical College
and Sir JJ School of Art and
Architecture, among others.
He gave examples of how
a seat has been reserved
for Parsis in the Anand
Agricultural university, under
the Modi administration, in
Gujarat.

Currently, only those
institutions which have been
established and administered
by Parsis are allowed to have
reservation of seats. Moreover,
the situation is exacerbated
as only 14 institutions have
actually even applied for
Minority Status, one of which
includes the Vibgyor School.
On the flip side, there are
institutions which offer
reservations for Parsis but
the seats are not utilized, as
most are unaware or students
don’t find the institutions
prestigious. A case in point
is the Sorabji Burjorji Garda
College Trust (Navsari,
India) which conducts
courses in Law, Science and
Commerce and educates
6,000 students but has barely
10 Parsis attending the same!

Kersi Deboo addressed
the main problem facing
the community - that of our
dwindling population. Despite
Jiyo Parsi’s initiatives, our
current numbers amount to
only 0.006 per cent of the

total population of India.
Responding to this, Advocate
Burjor Antia suggested
that the youth should be

encouraged to feel a sense of
bonding with the community,
be willing to, “live and die for
my community,” as their aim.
In the same vein, concern
for building the population

should be a matter that
needs to be addressed by the
community, rather than the
Minority Commission.

Dinshaw Tamboly also
voiced his concerns about
the declining population.
He said that while the Jiyo
Parsi initiative was doing its
best, with approximately
=aam 310 children being
born in the community,
as a result of that
scheme, our current
reproduction rate is
at 0.8, but it needs
to be at 2.1 for the
population to remain
stable. He added, “if
such measures had been
taken about 70 years
ago, we would not be
facing this situation
today.”

He also voiced that
a major impediment
to the community
members having more

children was the issue of
poverty, which is especially

prevalent in cities, other
than Mumbai. Even a person
earning a monthly salary
of Rs. 1 lakh had a host of
dependents  like  elderly
parents, etc. This income
constraints restrain them

from having more children.
He also raised the issue of
Parsi youth developing the
attitude of entitlement when
it came to charity and the
community trusts providing
for them. They displayed no
‘fire in the belly’ to do things
on their own.

Er. Dr. Ramiyar Parvez
Karanjia placed before Kersi
Deboo some pertinent issues
that were impacting the
priests in our community, as
under:

Not many children were

attending the Madresa,

despite all  facilities

being given free of cost,
including school education
and tuitions. On an
average, the Madresa
spends Rs. 1.5 lakh per
child, per year.

A corpus fund was needed
to be created to finance

the Madresas and the
priests

Mobeds were not being
absorbed into the

Agiaries. Religious service
was considered a last
resort job for them, as
the salary is a maximum
of Rs. 40,000 and they
would earn more lucrative
salaries in the corporate
world. Only one out of 15
of those who graduated,
became full-time Mobeds.

Er. Karanjia also suggested
that we should encourage our
youth to focus on ‘Mother,
Father, God and Community.’
Our motto should be ‘Maru
Dharam ne Mari Kaum.’ To
this, Adv. Antia added, “No
Priest, No Parsi!”

Given his rich experience
with the young tots and the
youth of our community,
Hoshang Gotla shared his
observation as Trustee of
Alexandra Girls School, where
barely 30 Parsi girls were

enrolled, as opposed to Ava
Bai Petit School in Bandra,

E

which bad almost 200 girl
students. He explained this
was mainly because Parsis
do not wish to opt for SSC
(State level) education. He
said that most Parsi parents
were seeking aspirational
education for their kids by way
of IB and IGCSE level schools.
One way of encouraging Paris
to attend schools set up by
the community would be to
help such schools transition
to IB or other education
boards. Another option could
be to have Parsi schools tie
up with renowned colleges

and reserve seats for Parsi
students.

Advocate Neville Deboo,
who has been ably supporting
Kersi Deboo in his initiatives
for the community, explained
that they were willing to put
every effort to ensure that
our lands and trust properties
were protected. However,
he added that the need of
the hour was for our trusts
to file for the renewal of
their “12AA’, which provides
exemption from taxation for
such charitable organisations.
He added many trusts could
be unaware that their “12A4°
was about to lapse and this
would result in them having
to pay punitive taxes, like
capital gains tax, on the lands
they own.

It was suggested that
a Central Agency for Parsi
Trusts and lands should be
established which  would
be able to monitor these
details. Such an agency would
also work towards keeping
defunct lands being taken
over by government agencies.
An example was cited, where
a trust’s land in Valsad,
Gujarat, has been taken over
and a municipal school was
built there. Advocate Antia
suggested that some of these
lands could be monetized
and the funds could be used
to benefit the community.
Dinshaw Tamboly also
recommended that a Parsi
seat in the Rajya Sabha would
help give a stronger voice to
the community.

These  insightful and
visionary  insights  during
the course of the meeting
have certainly given much
food for thought for Kersi
Deboo as he serves as the
Zoroastrian  representative
at the National Minorities
Commission.
