Covid Permission By High Priests
Rescinded For 4-Day Obsequies

With the Banaji Dakhma now operational for the exclusive use of Parsi/Irani Zoroastrians who have
succumbed to COVID-19, thereby permitting Dokhmenishini to COVID victims in accordance with the order
passed by the Supreme Court of India, the High Priests of our community - namely Dastur (Dr.) Firoze M.
Kotwal (High Priest H.B. Wadia Atash Bahram, Mumbai); Dastur (Dr.) Jamasp Kaikhusroo Dastur JamaspAsa
(High Priest Anjuman Atash Bahram, Mumbai); Dastur Khurshed Kaikobad Dastoor (High Priest, Iranshah,
Udvada); Dastur Keki Cavasji Ravji Mehetjirana (High Priest, Bhagarsath Anjuman, Navsari); and Dastur
Cyrus Noshirwan Dastur (High Priest of D.N. Modi Atash Bahram, Surat) - have now rescinded the four-day
obsequies to be performed by our priests for Covid victims who were being cremated.

In a communique sent by the High Priests to the BPP, praising the new Board of Trustees for persuading the
authorities to permit Dokhmenishini to COVID victims, they have written, “Itis only due to the unprecedented
Covid Pandemic that, on humanitarian grounds, we, the High Priests of India, relented and allowed the four
days of obsequies to be performed by our priests for Covid victims who were cremated against their long-
standing religious beliefs. Unfortunately, this was enforced upon the community due to the Government of
India orders prohibiting all forms of disposal of Covid victims, except by cremation during the pandemic. As
the Banaji dakhma has been prepared for the exclusive use of our COVID victims, and we have been given
relief by the Supreme Court, there is now no need for a Zoroastrian corpse to be consigned as per government
diktat to the crematorium. In view of the above, we withdraw our earlier permission for the four days of prayers
to be performed for Covid victims. for those who continue to choose to be consigned to the crematorium. As
High Priests, it is our duty to reinforce and re-establish our long-held religious views that the four days of
obsequies should not be performed by our dedicated priests in our religious places of worship when a Parsi
Irani Zarthoshty choses voluntarily to take the cremation route, where the mode of Dokhmenishini through
khurshédnigerishn is available and practiced as per the tenets of our religion.”

Since 1970, the world celebrates
‘Earth Day’ on 22nd April, as an annual
celebration honoring the achievements
of the Environmental Movement aimed
at raising awareness about the need to
protect Earth’s natural resources for fu-
ture generations.

For centuries, Zoroastrians have cel-
ebrated ‘Aspandarmad Roj of Aspan-
darmad Mah’ as ‘Earth Day'. It's the
original and perhaps the world’s first ob-
servation of ‘Earth Day’! The holy month
of Aspandarmad or Spendarmad is dedi-
cated to Spenta Armaity - the divin-
ity presiding over Mother Earth. Spenta
Armaity is an Amesha Spenta (Divine
Energy) advancing peace and piety in
this world - little wonder that she is con-
stantly referred to by Asho Zarathushtra
in the Holy Gatha.

Invoking Spenta Armaity’s Blessings...

Our religious tradition encourages
Zoroastrians, on awakening in the morn-
ing, to recite one Ashem which is a posi-
tive affirmation to walk the path of Asha
(truth and righteousness) and offer salu-
tation to Spenta Armaity, by touching
the ground and then the forehead three
times. This ritual gesture is to seek both
- forgiveness and blessings. Forgiveness
is sought at the start of the day for all
acts which may be committed knowingly

of blessings, the devotee
aspires for Spenta Arma-
ity’s qualities of devo-
tion, peace and piety.

As we all know, moth-
er earth patiently carries
all burdens calmly and
quietly, even converting
waste matter like dung
into useful fertilizer. In
a manner of speaking,
Spenta Armaity con-
verts waste to useful
and negative to positive.
Devotees seeking Spenta
Armaity’s blessings also
hope and pray to be able
to transform negativity
in their lives to all things
positive.

Nirang of Aspandar-
mad...

Every year, on the
Aspandarmad Parab
(Roj Aspandarmad, Mah
Aspandarmad), Zoroas-
trian priests write the
Nirang (talisman) of
Aspandarmad, which
devout Parsis paste on
the front entrance of
their homes. This Ni-
rang, is said to ward
of all forces of evil, is
written as follows:

On the
day Spendarmad of the month Spendar-
mad, with the help of the Yazads, Far-
idun, the holder of Tagi, with the help
of the stars Teshtar Tir, Satayas, Vanant
and Haftoring, | hereby bind the mouths
of all Devs (demonic or negative forces),
Khrafastars (vicious creatures), Druji
(pollution) holders, magicians, evil en-
tities, evil power users, the willfully
deaf and the willfully blind, evil doers,
thieves, wolf-like men and tormentors.
May the Ashem Vohu, help me do this!”

Holy Fravardegan Days...

The last ten days of the Zoroastrian
calendar (i.e., Roj Astad to Roj Aneran
and the independent five days of the
Gatha), are considered very holy, as
doctrinally it is believed that during this
period, the fravashis of the righteous
dead, arrive from their spiritual world
into this material world and bless all
those who remember and pray for them.

During the Fravardegan or Muktad
days, Parsis offer special prayers for
the fravashis of their dearly departed.
The fravashi or farohar is the divine es-
sence, which is wholly pure and good. It
is not to be confused with the ruwan or
soul. The Avestan term ‘fravashi’, comes

from the word Fra (to take forward) and
vaksh (to grow). In other words, fravashi
is that spiritual essence or energy that
takes every good creation of Ahura Maz-
da forward and helps it to grow.

May the Holy Fravashi bless and
guide us all to move forward mindfully
and grow with responsibility!

Ratanji Dadabhoy Tata,

ularly known as ‘JRD’- the Father
of Indian Aviation, Founder of many
Tata companies the longest-serving
Chairman of the Tata Group and a
hero of Indian business.

He continues to reign as the
most renowned Zoroastrian on the
planet. His was not a story of simply
carrying forward the family name
and business... he, quite literally,
reached for the skies, and worked his
way into pioneering and achieving
unparalleled success in his ventures,
creating a legacy that awed the
world.

JRD was born in France and was
a French National. His mother being
French, he spent his early childhood
in France — including his education
and spent a year doing mandatory

service in the French Army. He
returned to India at the insistence of
his father, entering Tata Sons at the
age 21, in the capacity of an unpaid
apprentice. His father passed away
within a year of his return and JRD
found himself on the board of Tata
Sons at 22 years of age.

In 1938, at the age of 34, he took
over as Chairman of the Tata Sons
Board from Sir Nowroji Saklatvala to
embark upon a period of expansion
that witnessed the unparalleled rise
of the Tata Group into an industrial
conglomerate that received global
attention. Having started with 14
companies under the Tata Sons
umbrella, JRD augmented that
number nearly seven times over, to
95 companies over 50 years, retiring
in 1988 — ensuring a strong presence
of Tata Group across key sectors

including chemicals, automobiles,
hospitality, cosmetics, tea and
information technology.

The first of JRD’s big adventures
in business was born of his childhood
fascination for flying. In 1929, he
obtained his commercial pilot’s
license —the first ever issued in India
— with his license numbered ‘1’!
To this day, Indian pilots are issued
licenses as a sequence following
that ‘License No. 1. When the Tata
headquarters received a proposal to
start an airmail service that would
connect Bombay, Ahmedabad and
Karachi, the enthusiastic JRD had to
fight a tough battle to convince the
then Chairman, Dorabji Tata, to take

on the initiative. 1932 was the year
of the first historic flight of the Tata
Aviation Service, when JRD at the
controls of a Puss Moth lifted off
from Drigh Road, in Karachi. It was
later named Tata Airlines and then
Air India.

JRD was the driving force behind
the branding of the airline and
the creation of the iconic Air India
‘Maharaja’. He suffered a major
disappointment when Air India
was nationalized by the Indian
government in 1953. Though he and
Nehru were friends, he could not
reconcile with the socialist politics of
the time. Even so, he magnanimously
accepted Nehru’s offer to continue
as the head of the national carrier till
1977 and managed to insulate it from
the red-tape and petty politics that
governed other public enterprises.

JRD played a critical role in
increasing India’s scientific, medical
and artistic quotient. The Tata
Institute of Fundamental Research,
the Tata Memorial Hospital, the
Tata Institute of Social Sciences,
the National Institute of Advanced
Sciences and the National Centre
for the Performing Arts, each
an exemplar of excellence in its
field, were projects that would
not have come to fruition without
JRD’s steadfast support. JRD was
committed to advancing India’s
scientific and economic capacities.

JRD was one of the few

is still one of the keystones of
the prime Tata business ethic.

always sought to help those in need. He
realized that in order for India to become
a global force, we would need to eradicate
poverty. Rather than indulge in casual
charity, he set up the multipurpose JRD Tata
Trust as well as the JRD and Thelma Tata
Trust to aid disadvantaged women. Realizing
the inexorable link between poverty and
population, he worked tirelessly in the field
and helped established what is now known
as the International Institute of Population
Studies.

In 1992, JRD received the United Nations
Population Award, felicitating his efforts,
albeit a bit late in the day. The country which
became as much a part of his identity as the
Tata name honoured him with the Padma

Vibhushan and also India’s highest
civilian honour, the Bharat Ratna.
He was also awarded the French
Legion of Honor, the highest award
for military merits.

Despite his very public persona,
! JRD was a shy and reticent man. He
never hankered after honours but
was showered with them, to much
bemusement on his part. On being
told that the Indian government
was thinking about giving him the
Bharat Ratna, the country’s highest
civilianaward, he is reportedto have
said: “Why me? | don’t deserve it.
The Bharat Ratna is usually given to
people who are dead or it is given
to politicians. | am not prepared
~ to oblige the government on the
" former and | am not the latter.”

Self-effacing, modest, wistful
. and endearing are a few of the
adjectives used to describe JRD.
He and his wife, Thelma, whom
he married after a Paris romance
in 1930, did not have any children
but he passed the reigns of the
legendary empire he had created
into the capable hands of Ratan
Tata.

Few know that JRD led a rich
life outside of his professional and
philanthropic endeavours as well. A
passionate and prolific letter writer
since he was a young man, a tinkerer who
loved building things with his hands, an Art
Connoisseur as well as a fitness and sports
enthusiast who pushed his limits—JRD was
all this and more.

JRD breathed his last on November
29, 1993, at the age of 89, battling a
kidney infection, in a hospital in Geneva,
Switzerland. The Indian Parliament was
adjourned in mourning — an honor that Non-
Member of Parliaments do not receive. He is
buried in the iconic Pére Lachaise cemetery,
put to rest amongst many peers of the
Tata family and other luminaries like Jim
Morisson, Oscar Wilde and Edith Piaf.

To Be India’s 15th President

n 21st July, 2022,
NDA Presidential
candidate, Droupadi

Murmu scripted history by becoming
India’s  first Tribal President,
defeating  Opposition  nominee,
Yashwant Sinha, by securing 64.03
per cent of the total votes polled,
bagging 2,824 of the total 4,701 valid
votes while Sinha managed 1,877
votes.

The former Governor  of
Jharkhand (2015), 64-year-old Murmu
is the first Adivasi and second woman
to become the nation’s First Citizen and the
Supreme Commander of India’s
Armed Forces. She was elected
to two terms in the Odisha
Assembly in 2000 and 2004, and
has served as Minister from 2000
to 2004 in CM Naveen Patnaik’s
BJD-BJP coalition government.

She will be administered the
Presidential oath of office by "
Chief Justice of India, N V
Ramana, at a ceremony in the
Central Hall of Parliament on

25 July, 2022.

Congratulatory messages started pouring
in on Twitter, once she crossed the halfway
mark. Greeting his successor, President Ram
Nath Kovind wrote, “Heartiest congratulations
and best wishes to Smt. Droupadi Murmu on

n keeping with the

sent to me by our readers
about Intermittent Fasting, this
week’s article is dedicated to
further demystifying aspects of
Intermittent Fasting (IF).

IF is becoming increasingly
popular in recent times because
this is one of the simplest ways
to lose weight and achieve
better health. To answer your
questions about fasting, here is
a basic guide which helps you
get started with IF.

I’ve personally been fasting
for over 3 years now. | stay
with 2 meals a day. My eating
window lasts for 8 hours and
| fast for the remaining 16
hours. Surprisingly, since |
started fasting, my muscle
mass increased and my fat
percentage reduced - without
having to live in the gym for
the rest of the day! | lost a
significant amount of weight
but | have gained health.

that this be done only with
medical supervision, especially
when you're starting out.
If fasting is not done in the
correct manner, it can lead to
serious health issues, which can
be avoided if done under the
supervision of a specialist.

In most of my first
consultations  with  people
who tell me they are already
following some pattern of IF, |
get to hear, “It doesn’t seem to
work for me.” They either feel
weak, or seem to lose hair, fall
sick more often, are very low
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flexible one at that, where you get
to decide how and when to do it.

How Does IF Help In Fat Loss?

To understand this, you first
need to understand about the
two states of Fasting:

1. ‘The Fed State’: is the state
in which your body digests and
absorbs food. It starts when you
begin eating and it lasts for 3-5
hours, as your body processes
the food consumed. It’s hard
for the body to burn (utilize)
the fat because your insulin
(hormone that triggers fat
storage) levels are high.

2. ‘The Fasted State’: follows
the ‘Fed State’, where post
meal consumption (after being
in the fed state for a while),

on energy and the list goes on.
How is this possible when fasting
is supposed to improve health!
Where are you going wrong? If
fasting helps you lose weight,
then how do some people end
up actually gaining weight??

Additionally, | also get
questions like, “Isn’t skipping
breakfast harmful to your
health - aren’t you supposed
to be ‘eating breakfast like
a king’?” Slow down, dear
readers! As health professional,
we help you fast your way to
better health, with the least
possible medicines! Let me
break down IF further for you.
You need to understand that
fasting is a science - it will not
work for you if you are not doing
it right. This article provides a
basic overview to IF, but each
body is different and therefore,
your fasting procedure needs
to be customised for you by a
professional, for you to get the
results you seek.

INTERMITTENT FASTING...

Intermittent fasting is not a
‘diet’-it's an eating pattern-and a

your body enters a
phase where it isn’t
processing a meal.
About 8-12 hours after
your last meal - is
when you enter the
fasted state. Your body
burns fats much faster
in the fasted state
because your insulin

levels are low.

If we look at our current
eating schedule, it's rare for
most to go beyond 8-12 hours
without eating anything, which
means that we do not enter
the ‘Fasted State’ in our daily
life. This is why, when initially
people start fasting even
without changing much of what
they eat, they still begin losing
weight quickly.

The following are the basic
IF Schedules that most are
advised to begin with, under
professional supervision:

(I) The Daily 16:8 Intermittent
Fasting Schedule: This is the
easiest way to incorporate

fasting in your daily routine,
without disturbing your lifestyle
too much. You have an 8-Hour
Feeding Window and a 16-Hour
Fasting Window.

e  You choose the timing that
best suits you - so your
eating window could be
from 8:00am to 4:00pm
or from 11:00am to
7:00pm or from 12:00pm
to 8:00pm. This is very
flexible, but you are
advised to then stick with
that chosen timing. Start
with whatever works for
you. Most of my patients
feel skipping breakfast is
easier, but lunch/dinner is
part of their social events
and hence they don’t have
to skip events.

e The 16:8 IF schedule helps
you get into a schedule
similar to an eating
schedule.

IMP NOTE: Since you cut out
an entire meal, this impacts
your intake of sufficient
nutrition. It is absolutely
crucial that you maintain
your macronutrient and
micronutrient targets during
eating hours, in keeping with
the needs of your body and
health conditions, to get
complete benefit.

() The Weekly Intermittent
Fasting Schedule: is another
way to get fasting into your
routine by getting started with
IF once a week. While Weekly
IF is more difficult and doesn’t
contribute much to weight loss,
you still gain other benefits of
fasting.

e You can start with doing
a 24-hour fast, once a
week, For example, if
you finish having your
dinner today at 8:00 pm,
your next meal will be at
8:00 pm tomorrow. This
fasting pattern works for
those looking to maintain
your current weight or
maintaining good health.
